Bulletin Letter - July 6, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The readings for this 14* Sunday in Ordinary Time are most appropriate for the upcoming meeting I am
asking you to attend. I am calling the meeting, “Synod with Fr. Anthony,” scheduled for this coming
Wednesday, July 9, at 7:30, in Resurrection Hall.

As I assess the parish and school at this moment in time, I can only repeat the words Jesus spoke in this
Sunday’s gospel, “The Harvest is plenty, but the laborers are few.” My goal is to discuss with you what we
are doing well, in addition to the challenges we face as we move forward. The parish should keep us
grounded in Jesus Christ, the Way, the Truth, and the Life, our good beginning and good end.

As the Lord rightfully warns, we are “lambs among wolves.” The sacred enterprise of our faith in Christ is
experienced under the shadow of the cross. Nonetheless, as St. Paul reminds us in his letter to the
Galatians, “We boast in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.” We boast in the cross because Christ never
deceived us that life in Him would be smooth sailing. On the contrary, committed to life in Christ, we are
in the trenches, fighting the good fight in the hope of the victory promised us. Our faith in God, by its very
nature, calls us to give witness to the Lord in our midst. As read in the first reading from the Prophet
Isaiah, “We rejoice with Jerusalem (the Church), and are glad because of her, all who love her.”

What do I hope to accomplish at Wednesday’s meeting? I hope we support and inspire one another to build
on the good of the parish and address the challenges before us as we look to the future. If we are growing
in knowledge, love, and service rendered to Christ and His Mystical Body, the Church, then we are
fulfilling our fundamental objective. Are we instruments of His peace, carriers of His love, pillars of truth,
beacons of hope, and disciples of His mercy? How or what should we do to attract others to Christ and the
Church, making disciples of Christ those we encounter on a day-to-day basis? In a word, this is the
Church’s mission.

From a practical perspective, how do we maintain and sustain the parish in its spiritual, moral, and physical
realities? Central to the life of the parish is the Holy Mass and the other sacraments, as well as catechesis
and community. The brief time we gather in the sacred space of the sanctuary should help us to live in the
world, which would be, in the family, workplace, and wherever we find ourselves, as identifiable people of
God. How can we serve one another to help this reality to be realized in the “marketplace” of this world?

I have been in the parish thirty-five years, and the difference between when I began my pastorate and the
current reality is nearly as different as night from day. We cannot go back, but we are challenged to fulfill
our obligations to one another and work toward a future that builds on what has been handed down to us.

A significant challenge is to bring younger generations to commit to the parish’s ministerial life. I think of
how my parents assigned every one of their children a job to keep the home in order, yet no one could go
outdoors to play until everything was done. This compelled us to help each other out, so no time was
wasted for playtime. In other words, when we all do something to support the parish, spiritually,
ministerially, morally, and financially, we all rest with confidence that we are in our common home, a
place where we want to be.

As it was in the time of Our Lord, so it is in our time, and I suppose it has always been. The harvest is
plenty, but the laborers are few. Who will go for us? If we respond to the call, each doing his or her part,
we are all better for the effort, no matter how insignificant it may seem to us. It is the “little” things and
giving our time that go a long way to fulfilling the Lord’s call to us. God is never outdone in generosity.

Carta parroquial — 6 de julio de 2025

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

Las lecturas de este décimo cuarto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario son muy apropiadas para la proxima
reunion a la que les invito a asistir. La llamo “Sinodo con el P. Anthony”, programada para el préximo
miércoles 9 de julio a las 7:30pm en el Salon de la Resurreccion.

Al evaluar la parroquia y la escuela en este momento, solo puedo repetir las palabras de Jesus en el
Evangelio de este domingo: “La mies es mucha, pero los obreros pocos”. Mi objetivo es hablar con ustedes
sobre lo que estamos haciendo bien, ademas de los desafios que enfrentamos a medida que avanzamos. La
parroquia debe mantenernos arraigados en Jesucristo, el Camino, la Verdad y la Vida, nuestro buen
comienzo y nuestro buen fin.

Como bien nos advierte el Sefior, somos “corderos en medio de lobos”. La sagrada compaiiia de nuestra fe
en Cristo se vive bajo la sombra de la cruz. Sin embargo, como nos recuerda San Pablo en su carta a los
Galatas: “Nos gloriamos en la cruz de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo”. Nos gloriamos en la cruz porque Cristo
nunca nos engafio, la vida en El no seria un camino de rosas. Al contrario, comprometidos con la vida en
Cristo, estamos en las trincheras, peleando la buena batalla con la esperanza de la victoria prometida.
Nuestra fe en Dios, por su propia naturaleza, nos llama a dar testimonio del Serior en medio de nosotros.
Como dice la primera lectura del profeta Isaias: “Nos alegramos con Jerusalén (la Iglesia), y nos
alegramos por ella todos los que la aman”.

(Qué espero lograr en la reunion del miércoles? Espero que nos apoyemos € inspiremos mutuamente para
construir sobre el bien de la parroquia y afrontar los retos que nos esperan al mirar hacia el futuro. Si
crecemos en conocimiento, amor y servicio a Cristo y a su Cuerpo Mistico, la Iglesia, entonces estamos
cumpliendo nuestro objetivo fundamental. ;Somos instrumentos de su paz, portadores de su amor, pilares de
la verdad, faros de esperanza y discipulos de su misericordia? ;jComo o qué debemos hacer para atraer a
otros a Cristo y a la Iglesia, haciendo discipulos de Cristo a quienes encontramos a diario? En resumen,
esta es la mision de la Iglesia.

Desde una perspectiva practica, ;coémo mantenemos y sostenemos la parroquia en sus realidades espirituales,
morales y fisicas? La Santa Misa y los demas sacramentos, asi como la catequesis y la comunidad, son
fundamentales para la vida parroquial. El breve tiempo que pasamos reunidos en el espacio sagrado del
santuario deberia ayudarnos a vivir en el mundo, es decir, en la familia, el trabajo y dondequiera que nos
encontremos, como personas de Dios. ;CoOmo podemos servirnos mutuamente para que esta realidad se
realice en el mundo?

Llevo treinta y cinco afos en la parroquia, y la diferencia entre cuando comencé mi labor pastoral y la
realidad actual es casi tan grande como la noche y el dia. No podemos volver atras, pero estamos llamados a
cumplir con nuestras obligaciones los unos con los otros y a trabajar por un futuro que se construya sobre lo
que hemos recibido.

Un desafio importante es involucrar a las generaciones mas jovenes en la vida ministerial de la parroquia.
Recuerdo como mis padres asignaron a cada uno de sus hijos la tarea de mantener el orden en casa, pero
nadie podia salir a jugar hasta que todo estuviera listo. Esto nos obligaba a ayudarnos mutuamente, para que
no perdiéramos tiempo de juego. En otras palabras, cuando todos hacemos algo para apoyar a la parroquia,
espiritual, ministerial, moral y econdmicamente, todos descansamos con la confianza de que estamos en
nuestra casa comun, un lugar donde queremos estar.

Como fue en tiempos de Nuestro Sefior, asi es en nuestros tiempos, y supongo que siempre lo ha sido. La
mies es abundante, pero los obreros son pocos. ;Quién ird por nosotros? Si respondemos al llamado, cada
uno poniendo su parte, todos saldremos beneficiados por el esfuerzo, por insignificante que nos parezca.
Son las pequerias cosas y la donacion de nuestro tiempo las que contribuyen en gran medida a cumplir el
llamado del Serior. Dios nunca se deja ganar en generosidad.
