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Bulletin Letter—August 17, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In this Sunday’s readings from Sacred Scripture, we read how the Lord came to the aid of the prophet Jeremiah,
whose life and preaching caused Jeremiah to be rejected and mistreated. Those who take the gospel seriously and live
by the Word of God, rejection by others, even members of our own families, must be expected. Like the Ancients of

Old and the Saints through the ages, we must never grow despondent or abandon the struggle to proclaim and live
the faith.

We are being challenged at every level of society when it comes to the lived experience of our faith. We are put to the
test. The Holy Mass is our place of encounter, not only with the Lord, but with each other as well. We come together
because the Lord has written this into the law. In the sanctuary, and in the perpetuation of His Holy Sacrifice, we are
lifted from the cistern. We are lifted from the mire of mud of life’s multi-faceted challenges. Jesus not only reminds us
that He is with us, but He feeds us with Himself so that we remain on the narrow and treacherous path to eternal

life.

The prophet Jeremiah was thrown into the cistern because people could not withstand his words of truth or
experience the witness of his faith in God. His words and his witness were demoralizing to them because they
challenged the people to conversion of life, unveiling for them the life and law of God and their obligation to live
according to God’s precepts and live lives worthy of the children of God.

The rampant rebellion against God in Jeremiah’s day revisits us yet again, in our day and in our time. The rebellious
people attempted to silence Jeremiah, and later, different people at different times will attempt to silence Jesus Christ.
The deacon Stephen was the first martyr in the New Covenant. At the preaching of Stephen, the people were
infuriated, and they ground their teeth at him. When Stephen spoke of seeing the heavens opened and the Son of Man
standing at the right hand of God, the rebellious cried out in a loud voice, covered their ears, and rushed upon him.
They stoned him to death.

These are mirror images of those who cannot withstand our defense of life and full commitment to a life, not centered
in ourselves but grounded in God. Vulgarity and violence are evident in the images we witness on the news and in the
streets of our cities. Often, this is evident in our homes and within the family. The desecration of all that is sacred can
be disturbing, but poses a challenge at the same time. The challenge is to stay the course and not cave in to spirits
opposed to God’s Spirit. We do not compromise our faith or cave under social pressure to conform to a worldview
contrary to God’s. We are always challenged to remain docile, receptive, and humble before the inner working of
God’s Spirit, which is a fire burning in the soul of those so disposed. We are not alone in our struggles and sufferings,
and we must keep faith in God when faith is put to the test.

We must heed the words written in the Letter to the Hebrews: Since we are surrounded by a great cloud of
witnesses, let us rid ourselves of every burden and sin that clings to us and persevere in running the race that lies
before us while keeping our eyes fixed on Jesus, the leader and perfecter of faith.

On August 15, we celebrated the Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary into heaven. Her
assumption into heaven reminds us that she is the Mystical Rose, the first to share fully in the resurrection of her Son,
our Lord and God. The Holy Mother of God is the first and the greatest of that great cloud of witnesses. They
suffered for their faith in their time, and they intercede for us in our time.

As Catholics, we understand the Holy Mass to be the sacrament whereby the Lord sets our souls afire. The fire of
His love purges, heals, transforms, and sanctifies. Like Jeremiah, our sensitivity to God’s action in our lives should
unveil for others the life and law of God and the obligation we all bear to live according to God’s precepts and live
lives worthy of the children of God. Though we may feel like strangers in a foreign land and suffer the taunt of those
who choose Godlessness, we do not abandon the struggle to proclaim and live our faith. We stay the course, not only
for our salvation, but for the salvation of others as well.

Carta Parroquial - 17 de Agosto, 2025

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

En las lecturas de las Sagradas Escrituras de este domingo, leemos como el Sefior acudid en ayuda del profeta
Jeremias, cuya vida y predicacion provocaron el rechazo y el maltrato de Jeremias. Para quienes tomamos en serio el
Evangelio y vivimos segun la Palabra de Dios, es de esperar el rechazo de otros, incluso de nuestros propios
familiares. Al igual que los justos de antaiio y los santos de todos los tiempos, nunca debemos desanimarnos ni
abandonar la lucha por proclamar y vivir la fe.

Nos vemos desafiados en todos los niveles de la sociedad en lo que respecta a la experiencia de nuestra fe. Nos
ponemos a prueba. La Santa Misa es nuestro lugar de encuentro, no solo con el Sefior, sino también entre nosotros.
Nos reunimos porque el Sefior lo ha escrito en la ley. En el santuario, y en la perpetuacion de su Santo Sacrificio,
somos levantados de la cisterna. Somos levantados del lodo de los multiples desafios de la vida. Jesiis no solo nos
recuerda que estd con nosotros, sino que nos alimenta consigo mismo para que permanezcamos en este camino
estrecho y traicionero hacia la vida eterna.

El profeta Jeremias fue arrojado a la cisterna porque la gente no pudo resistir sus palabras de verdad ni experimentar
el testimonio de su fe en Dios. Sus palabras y su testimonio desmoralizaron al pueblo, ya que los desafié a una
conversion de vida, revelandoles la vida y la ley de Dios, asi como su obligacion de vivir conforme a Sus preceptos y
vivir vidas dignas como hijos de Dios.

La rebelion desenfrenada contra Dios en los dias de Jeremias nos visita una vez mas, en nuestros dias y en nuestro
tiempo. Los rebeldes intentaron silenciar a Jeremias, y posteriormente, un pueblo diferente, en una época diferente,
intentara silenciar a Jesucristo. El didcono Esteban fue el primer martir de la Nueva Alianza. Ante la predicacion de
Esteban, la gente se enfurecio y rechino los dientes. Cuando Esteban hablo de ver los cielos abiertos y al Hijo del
Hombre de pie a la diestra de Dios, los rebeldes gritaron con gran voz, se taparon los oidos y se abalanzaron sobre
él. Lo apedrearon hasta la muerte.

Estos son reflejos de quienes no pueden resistir que defendamos la vida y nuestro compromiso pleno con una vida no
centrada en nosotros mismos, sino arraigada en Dios. La vulgaridad y la violencia son evidentes en las imagenes que
vemos en las noticias y en las calles de nuestras ciudades. A menudo, esto se evidencia en nuestros hogares y en el
seno familiar. La profanacion de todo lo sagrado puede ser perturbadora, pero al mismo tiempo plantea un desafio. El
desafio es mantener el rumbo y no ceder ante espiritus opuestos al Espiritu de Dios. No comprometemos la fe ni
cedemos ante la presion social para conformarnos a una cosmovision contraria a la de Dios. Siempre se nos desafia a
permanecer ddciles, receptivos y humildes ante la obra interior del Espiritu de Dios, que es un fuego que arde en el
alma de quienes asi lo desean. No estamos solos en nuestra lucha y sufrimiento para mantener la fe en Dios cuando
esta se pone a prueba.

Debemos escuchar las palabras escritas en la Carta a los Hebreos: Ya que estamos rodeados por una gran nube de
testigos, despojémonos de todo peso y del pecado que nos ata, y perseveremos en la carrera que tenemos por
delante, con la mirada fija en Jesus, el autor y consumador de la fe.

El 15 de agosto celebramos la Solemnidad de la Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria al cielo. Su asuncion al cielo
nos recuerda que ella es la Rosa Mistica, la primera en participar plenamente en la resurreccion de su Hijo, nuestro
Serior y Dios. La Santa Madre de Dios es la primera y la mas grande de esa gran nube de testigos. Ellos sufrieron
por su fe en su tiempo e interceden por nosotros en el nuestro.

Como catélicos, entendemos la Santa Misa como el sacramento mediante el cual el Sefior enciende nuestras almas.
El fuego de su amor purifica, sana, transforma y santifica. Al igual que Jeremias, nuestra sensibilidad a la accion de
Dios en nuestras vidas debe revelar a los demds la vida y la ley de Dios, asi como la obligacion que todos tenemos
de vivir conforme a sus preceptos y vivir vidas dignas como hijos de Dios. Aunque nos sintamos como extranjeros en
tierra extrana y suframos las burlas de quienes optan por la impiedad, no abandonamos la lucha al proclamar y
vivir nuestra fe. Mantenemos el rumbo, no solo por nuestra salvacion, sino también por la de los demas.
