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Bulletin Letter — August 31, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In today’s gospel, Jesus uses harsh language to emphasize his demand for total dedication from his disciples. He is
speaking to you and to me. Jesus says, “If anyone comes to me without hating his father and mother, wife and children, brothers
and sisters, and even his own life, he cannot be my disciple.” His use of the word “hate ” seems contrary to the Great
Commandment, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength. And
you shall love your neighbor as you love yourself.”

The point Jesus drives into our soul is the necessity of having God at the center of our lives and the very foundation upon
which we build our lives. Otherwise, we cannot properly love our fathers and mothers, husbands and wives, sons and daughters,
and brothers and sisters. Nor can we properly love ourselves. In Sacred Scripture, God speaks of Himself as a demanding God.
The Lord is demanding because he wants the best for all of us. God wants to properly order society in a disordered world, which
suffers the devastating effects of sin. God wants to ensure our salvation at the end of all things.

To be a disciple of Christ comes at a cost. Jesus said, “Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after me cannot be
my disciple.” The greatest danger to our personal and familial well-being, the well-being of the Church, and the future well-
being of our civilization is not the evil inherent in the world, but rather our unwillingness to embrace the discipline of our faith.
The discipline of the faith is a cross we must bear, indeed a happy burden that serves humanity and points us beyond ourselves
and our world toward God and His kingdom.

We are set apart for a purpose. As Catholics, we are called to “season the world as salt seasons food.” Hearken back to
the Old Testament and take to heart the beautiful declaration spoken by God through Moses regarding the Ten Commandments,
“These then are the commandments, which the Lord your God has ordered that you be taught to observe so that you and your
son and your grandson may fear the Lord and may grow and prosper. Drill them into your children. Speak of them at home and
abroad, whether you are busy or at rest. Observe the commandments carefully, for thus will you give evidence of your wisdom
and intelligence to the nations who will say, this is truly a wise and intelligent people. For what great people are there that have
so close to it the Lord God.”

In this specific time in our history, when the infiltration of evil perverts and poisons sacred institutions that serve stability in
society, and when the poison obscures the means to our salvation, we are compelled to find healing and truth in sanctuary. In
sanctuary, the seeds of God’s grace are planted, and through daily attention given to God those seeds grow and bear fruit.

God has ordained that we gather in sanctuary for the Holy Mass, at the least on Sundays, to renew our covenant to the Lord,
to entrust to him our lives, to be fed with his Sacred Body and Blood, and to go forth, a pilgrim people in mission, a mission to
safeguard the sacred sanctuaries of Holy Matrimony, the sanctuary of the family, and the sanctuary of our personal lives from the
toxicity of a world increasingly indifferent or outright hostile to the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob who has fully revealed
himself in Jesus Christ.

While God demands much of us and while discipleship comes at a cost, God’s love and goodness compel us to make the
sacrifice. Sacrificial love to which we are called is never outdone by God’s generosity. Really, when we taste and see the
goodness of God, nothing else will suffice.

Who can know God'’s counsel, or who can conceive what the Lord intends? For the deliberations of mortals are timid, and
unsure are our plans. For the corruptible body burdens the soul, and the earthen shelter weighs down the mind that has many
concerns. And scarcely do we guess the things on earth, and what is within our grasp we find with difficulty; but when things are
in heaven, who can search them out? Or who ever knew your counsel, except you had given wisdom and sent your holy spirit
from on high? And thus were the paths of those on earth made straight. (Wisdom: 9:13-18)

Do we give public witness that the straight path is worth the effort and preserves interior peace? The straight path is an
expressway to heaven. Are we up to the demands God imposes on us? Do we fulfill the responsibilities and the obligations
inherent in our Catholic faith? Is Jesus front and center — above everyone and everything? I read a commentary from a professor
that the young are on the verge of a moral revolution, and while they may be a minority, they want the challenge. If true, this is
good news! The anawim will see us through the current societal crisis and crisis of faith. God’s counsel confounds the wise of
this world. There is cause for hope.

Carta Parroquial - 7 de septiembre, 2025
Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus usa un lenguaje duro para enfatizar su exigencia de dedicacion total a sus
discipulos. Se dirige a ti y a mi. Jesus dice: “Si alguno viene a mi y no aborrece a su padre y a su madre, a su mujer y
a sus hijos, a sus hermanos y hermanas, e incluso a su propia vida, no puede ser mi discipulo”. Su uso de la palabra
“aborrecer” parece contrario al Gran Mandamiento: “Amards al Serior tu Dios con todo tu corazon, con toda tu
alma y con todas tus fuerzas. Y amaras a tu projimo como a ti mismo”.

El punto que Jesus recalca en nuestra alma es la necesidad de tener a Dios como nuestro centro y como la
base sobre la cual deberiamos construir nuestra vida. De lo contrario, no podemos amar correctamente a nuestros
padres, esposos, hijos, hermanos y hermanas. Tampoco podriamos amarnos correctamente a nosotros mismos. En las
Sagradas Escrituras, Dios se define como un Dios exigente. El Sefior es exigente porque quiere lo mejor para todos
nosotros. Dios desea ordenar la sociedad en un mundo desordenado, que sufre los efectos devastadores del pecado.
Dios quiere asegurar nuestra salvacion al final de los tiempos.

Ser discipulo de Cristo tiene un precio. Jesus dijo: “El que no carga su cruz y viene en pos de mi, no puede
ser mi discipulo”. El mayor peligro para nuestro bienestar personal, familiar, de la Iglesia y de nuestra civilizacion
futura, no es el mal inherente al mundo, sino nuestra falta de voluntad para abrazar la disciplina de nuestra fe. La
disciplina de la fe es una cruz que debemos llevar, de hecho, una feliz carga que sirve a la humanidad y apunta mas
alla de nosotros mismos y de nuestro mundo, apunta hacia Dios y Su reino.

Estamos apartados para un proposito. Como catdlicos, estamos llamados a “sazonar el mundo como la sal
sazona la comida”. Recordemos el Antiguo Testamento y tomemos en serio la hermosa declaracion de Dios por
medio de Moisés sobre los Diez Mandamientos: “Estos son los mandamientos que el Serior su Dios ha ordenado que
aprendan a observar, para que ustedes, sus hijos y sus nietos teman al Seiior, crezcan y prosperen. Inculquen en sus
hijos estos mandamientos. Hablen de ellos dentro y fuera de casa, aunque estén ocupados o descansando. Observen
los mandamientos cuidadosamente, pues asi daran evidencia de su sabiduria e inteligencia a las naciones que dirdn:
“En verdad este es un pueblo sabio e inteligente. Porque, ;qué gran pueblo hay que tenga tan cerca al Serior
Dios?”.

En este momento especifico de nuestra historia, cuando la infiltracion del mal pervierte y envenena a las
instituciones sagradas que sirven a la estabilidad de la sociedad, y cuando el veneno oscurece los medios para nuestra
salvacion, nos vemos obligados a encontrar sanacion y verdad en el santuario. En el santuario se plantan las semillas
de la gracia de Dios, y a través de la atencion diaria a Dios, esas semillas crecen y dan frutos.

Dios ha ordenado que nos reunamos en el santuario para la Santa Misa al menos los domingos, para renovar
nuestra alianza con el Senor, para encomendarle nuestra vida, para ser alimentados con su Sagrado Cuerpo y
Sangre de Jesus, y para salir como un pueblo peregrino en mision, una mision para salvaguardar los santuarios
sagrados del santo matrimonio, el santuario de la familia y el santuario de nuestra vida personal de la toxicidad de
un mundo cada vez mds indiferente o abiertamente hostil al Dios de Abraham, Isaac y Jacob, quien se ha revelado
plenamente en Jesucristo.

Aunque Dios exige mucho de nosotros y aunque el discipulado tiene un precio, el amor y la bondad de Dios
nos impulsan a hacer el sacrificio. El amor sacrificial al que estamos llamados nunca es superado por la generosidad
de Dios. En realidad, cuando experimentamos y vemos la bondad de Dios, nada mas basta.

¢ Quién, en realidad, podria conocer la voluntad del Serior? ;Quiéen se apasionara por lo que quiere el
Serior? La razon humana avanza timidamente, nuestras reflexiones no son seguras, porque un cuerpo perecible pesa
enormemente sobre el alma, y en nuestra cascara de arcilla paraliza al espiritu que esta siempre en vela. Si nos
cuesta conocer las cosas terrenales, y descubrir lo que esta al alcance de la mano ;Quién podra comprender lo que
estd en los cielos? ;Y quién podrad conocer tus intenciones, si tu no les has dado primero la Sabiduria, o no le has
enviado de lo alto tu Espiritu Santo? Asi fue como los habitantes de la tierra pudieron corregir su conducta; al saber
lo que te agrada, fueron salvados por la Sabiduria. (Sabiduria: 9:13-18)

(Damos testimonio publico de que el camino recto vale la pena y preserva la paz interior? El camino recto es
una via rapida al cieclo. ;Estamos a la altura de las exigencias que Dios nos impone? ;Cumplimos con las
responsabilidades y obligaciones inherentes a nuestra fe catolica? ;Esta Jests en primer lugar, por encima de todos y
de todo?
