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At the time of her death, the disciples of our Lord who were preaching throughout the world
returned to Jerusalem to see the Theotokos. Except for the Apostle Thomas, all of them
including the Apostle Paul were gathered together at her bedside. At the moment of her

death, Jesus Christ himself descended and carried her soul into heaven. Following her repose,
the body of the Theotokos was taken in procession and laid in a tomb near the Garden of

Gethsemane. When the Apostle Thomas arrived three days after her repose and desired to
see her body, the tomb was found to be empty. The bodily assumption of the Theotokos
was confirmed by the message of an angel and by her appearance to the Apostles.
