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: FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Twenty-First Sunday in Ordinary Time — Year C

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Luke 13:22-30, Jesus teaches a profound lesson about how we
live our lives and the attitude we bring to our spiritual journey. He uses the image of the “narrow
gate” to remind us that the path to God’s kingdom is not one of ease or complacency, but one that
calls for humility, detachment, and perseverance.

To help us reflect on this, imagine a visit to the Mammoth Cave in Kentucky, the world’s
longest known cave system, with over four hundred miles that has been explored. This
remarkable natural wonder offers breathtaking beauty and awe-inspiring sights. But to experience
its most magnificent chambers, visitors must be willing to make an effort. They must pass
through tight, winding passages and endure some rough, narrow areas. Anyone burdened with too
much baggage will have difficulty making it through.

In a similar way, our spiritual journey requires us to pass through a “narrow gate.” If our
hearts are weighed down by worldly attachments - possessions, pride, selfish desires - it becomes
difficult to move forward toward God. Jesus reminds us elsewhere in the Gospel: “No one can
serve two masters... You cannot serve God and mammon” (Matthew 6:24). The “narrow gate” is
not a physical doorway, but a way of living - a call to humility, simplicity, and letting go of
whatever keeps us from fully loving God and others.

To enter through this gate, we must “make ourselves small,” not in worth or dignity, but in
self-centeredness. This means shedding unnecessary burdens: grudges, greed, arrogance, or
anything that draws us away from Christ. It means choosing patience over anger, forgiveness
over resentment, generosity over selfishness. These choices may not make life easier, but they
make our hearts freer to follow the Lord.

Jesus also warns us against complacency in faith. In the Gospel, some assume that simply
knowing Him or being familiar with His teachings is enough for salvation. But He makes it clear:
it is not enough to say “I know God” without living according to His will. Our relationship with
the Lord must be alive, active, and reflected in our daily actions.

Salvation is, indeed, a pure gift from God. We cannot earn it by our own merit. Yet, this
gift is not imposed on us - we must accept it freely, and that acceptance is shown in how we live.
God offers eternal life to all, but only those willing to enter by the narrow gate will fully
experience it. It is a gate that demands faith, perseverance, and a heart willing to be shaped by
love.

The narrow gate is not meant to discourage us, but to guide us toward what truly matters. If
the way were wide and easy, we might be tempted to carry along all the clutter of our worldly
attachments. The narrowness forces us to make choices - to leave behind what does not lead to
God and to walk forward with trust.

Today, as we hear these words of Jesus, we might ask ourselves:

What burdens am I carrying that keep me from entering freely through the narrow gate?
Am I trying to serve two masters - God and something else?
How can I make my life simpler, humbler, and more centered on Christ?

The path may be challenging, but the destination - the fullness of life with God - is worth

every step. Let us walk it with faith, knowing that the One who calls us to the narrow gate also

walks beside us, giving us the grace we need to enter His kingdom.
