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z FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time — Year C

In today’s Gospel (Luke 21:5-19), Jesus calls each of us to remain faithful to His teachings, even in
times of difficulty. Salvation, He tells us, is the reward for those who persevere and keep God’s word alive in
their daily lives.

Jesus warns His disciples, “Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will
be powerful earthquakes, famines, and plagues from place to place; and awesome sights and mighty signs will
come from the sky...Before all this happens, they will seize and persecute you...because of my name. It will
lead to your giving testimony ” (Luke 21:10-13),

Through these words, Jesus reminds us that faith is not a comfortable path. Following Him requires
courage, patience, and perseverance. We believe that heaven is our true and eternal home, yet the road that
leads there is often filled with obstacles - both within us and around us.

In our modern world, we are surrounded by ideas that value personal freedom, self-interest, and
pleasure above all else. People claim the right to decide what is true or good, even when their choices go
against the natural law or God’s commandments. As Christians, even when we do not agree with these trends,
we can hardly avoid their influence. In fact, we may sometimes find ourselves unconsciously supporting them.
When society pushes God aside and rejects His presence in human life, the challenges facing believers become
even greater.

This rejection of God leads to confusion and disorder. When truth becomes subjective - when everyone
defines right and wrong according to personal preference, the powerful and popular voices will always
overpower the weak. This imbalance produces injustice, division, and chaos, not only in society but also
within our own hearts.

Our human nature is fragile and often tempted by weakness. It is not easy to lift our minds and hearts
toward goodness and holiness. Too often we give in to laziness or indifference, unwilling to sacrifice for what
is right or for the good of others. When we witness wrongdoing or injustice, fear can make us silent or passive.
We may even take part in things that do not reflect our Christian values. At times, we hesitate to live our faith
openly and courageously. In moments of trial, we might even lose trust in God’s care for us.

Yet Jesus does not leave us without hope. At the end of today’s Gospel, He reassures us: “You will
even be handed over by parents, brothers, relatives, and friends, and they will put some of you to death. You
will be hated by all because of my name, but not a hair on your head will be destroyed. By your perseverance
you will secure your lives” (Luke 21:16-19).

These powerful words remind us that God’s protection is deeper than physical safety. He watches over
and sustains us in every trial. Our endurance, grounded in faith and love, is the key to true life. To persevere
means to hold fast to Christ even when the world mocks or rejects us; it means to continue doing good even
when evil seems to prevail.

As this liturgical year draws to a close, the Gospel invites us to examine our faithfulness to God. Do
we live with trust and perseverance in the face of difficulties? Do we witness to Christ by our words and
actions? Let us pray for the strength to remain steadfast, confident that those who endure in faith will one day
share in the eternal joy of God’s Kingdom.
