Dear Parishioners, 
 
As the days of summer fly by and our thoughts turn to fall routines, it signals time to begin our religious educa-

tion programs for our young families.   
 
Beginning in September we offer wonderful opportunities to walk with our children on their journey towards a 

deeper and meaningful relationship with Jesus. And, if you are a returning PREP family or new to our program, it’s also 
time to register for classes. All information can be found on our parish website under Faith Formation. 

 
Below are the three programs we have for our pre-school aged children. Registration is required for Shining Stars 

and Catechesis of the Good Shepherd at no cost: 
 
Shining Stars—A faith-filled class based on Sunday’s Gospel. Children learn to pray and understand how much 

God loves them! Shining Stars takes place during the entirety of the 10:15AM Mass on Sundays. For kids rang-
ing from 3-6 years old. 

Children’s Liturgy of the Word—Children are gathered during part of the 10:15AM Mass to hear God’s word and 
understand it based on their age level. For kids ranging from 3-7 years old. 

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd—This Montessori based program seeks to create and facilitate a sacred, “hands-
on” space for children called an atrium, in which both the children and their catechists can hear, ponder, and cel-
ebrate the most essential mysteries of the Catholic faith as revealed in the Scriptures and the Liturgy. Takes 
place in the Parish Hall from 9-10:05AM for children aged 3-6 years old. 

 
For children in grades 1-6 we have our in-person PREP classes which take place either Sunday mornings from 9-

10:05AM or Tuesday afternoons from 4:35-5:40PM. We also offer our Whole Family Catechesis program designed to 
have parents, our children’s primary catechists, teach the faith at home. Parents will meet 5 times this year to discuss the 
faith and upcoming topics. Lessons are covered at home and children electronically send in their quizzes after each les-
son. Families will participate in the in-person faith events throughout the year. Here’s what two families recently said 
about this program: 

 
“The Whole Family Catechist Model (WFC) of PREP has been a blessing for our family. This model has al-

lowed us to complete PREP work and attend to our spiritual needs on our own schedule. With four young children at 
home, we try to stick to a Sunday routine for our PREP time, but the beauty of this model is that if we need to move our 
work time to a different day that week then it's totally up to us! The times when WFC parents come in for meetings and 
when the family comes in for events have been a nice amount of involvement. So, while still fulfilling, this model has best 
met our needs of flexibility.” 

 
“Our family has loved our experience with the WFC program. The program gives us flexibility to teach our chil-

dren our Catholic beliefs and values throughout the week and allows us as parents to be fully involved in their faith for-
mation. The built-in parent meetings and activities at church for the whole family create opportunities to connect with 
other families and build a sense of parish community. We are lucky to have access to this program and all that it of-
fers.”
