The
Responsorial Psalm is traditionally sung by the Cantor. The Prayer of
the Faithful may be shared by more than one reader.

Gift Bearers:
Two to three people may be selected by the family to bring up the
gifts at the offertory.

Words of Remembrance:

10 minutes before the beginning of the funeral Mass, one person is
permitted to offer a few words about the deceased, specifically along
the themes of faith and family. The Words of Remembrance should
be no more than 5 minutes. As this is optional, the family may prefer
to offer some words at the funeral luncheon rather than at the funeral
Mass.

The foolish ones, when taking their lamps,
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brought no oil with them,

but the wise brought flasks of oil with their lamps.
Since the bridegroom was long delayed,

they all became drowsy and fell asleep.

At midnight, there was a cry,

'Behold, the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!'
Then all those virgins got up and trimmed their lamps.
The foolish ones said to the wise,

'Give us some of your oil,

for our lamps are going out.'

But the wise ones replied,

'"No, for there may not be enough for us and you.
Go instead to the merchants and buy some for yourselves.'
While they went off to buy it,

Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night,
also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes
weighing about one hundred pounds.
