11 FEBRERO - VIRGEN DE LOURDES

La advocacion catélica de Nuestra Sefiora de Lourdes hace referencia a
las 18 apariciones de la Virgen Maria sobre una nube dorada vestida de
blanco con un Rosario en [a mano que Bernadette Soubirous (1844-1879)
una joven de 14 anos afirmé haber presenciado en la gruta de
Massabielle, a orillas del rio Gave de Pau, en las afueras de la poblacion
de Lourdes Francia, en las estribaciones de los Pirineos, el 11 de Febrero
en el ano 1858. EL 25 de febrero fue cuando la chica escarbo en el suelo y
salio un manantial de agua. Le dijo la Virgen que levantaran un templo y
que rezara el rosario por los pecadores.Ya en vida de Bernadette,
multitud de catélicos creyeron en las apariciones de la Virgen Maria como
vehiculo de la gracia de Dios, y el papa Pio IX autorizé al obispo local
para que permitiera la veneracion de la Virgen Maria en Lourdes en 1862,
unos diecisiete anos antes de la muerte de Bernadette. Bernadette
Soubirous fue proclamada santa por Pio XI el 8 de diciembre de 1933.
Desde entonces, la advocacion de la Virgen Maria como Nuestra Sefiora
de Lourdes ha sido motivo de gran veneracion, y su santuario es uno de
los mas visitados del mundo: unos 8’000,000 de personas peregrinan alli

cada afo. La lglesia catdlica invoca a Nuestra Sefiora de Lourdes
como patrona de los enfermos.

TIEMPO ORDINARIO

El Tiempo Ordinario del afio comienza con el lunes que sigue al domingo
después del 6 de enero y se prolonga hasta el martes anterior a la
Cuaresma, que comienza con el Miércoles de Ceniza; vuelve a reanudarse
el lunes despues del domingo de Pentecostés y f1nal1za antes del Domingo
Primero de Adviento. Las fechas varian cada afio, pues se toma en
cuenta los calendarios antiguos que estaban determinados por las fases
lunares, sobre todo para fijar la fecha del Viernes Santo, dia de la
Crucifixion de JesUs. A partir de ahi se estructura todo el ano liturgico.
El color del Tiempo Ordinario es el verde. El tiempo Ordinario es un
tiempo de crecimiento espiritual.
