“Rejoice in hope, endure in affliction, persevere in prayer” (Rom. 12:12) summarizes the way that the
Blessed Mother Mary lived. St. Paul, the role model Missionary of Hope, also lived as he preached.
Our parish community has also been living out our faith in this way since the seeds of faith were
first sown in Sharon, and we intend to continue living out our faith here for generations to come.
Around the year 1846, when Catholics living in Sharon took the initiative to ask for the Mass to be
celebrated locally, the mission church of St. Aloysius came to existence. Sixty years later, in 1906, the
mission church became an independent parish, taking Our Lady of Sorrows as its patron. Thus,
2026 will mark the 120th anniversary of the faith journey of this beautiful parish community.

Inspired by the spirit of this Jubilee Year of Hope, I invite all of you to pray that our parish be
entrusted in the arms of our Mother Mary and that God continue to bless us with His abundant
grace. I thank God for all of you who are so welcoming, so generous, so kind and dedicated.
Together, let us build up our church with love and devotion. More to share next week.
