PPastor’s Note 
 

Dear Friends, 
 
I had the privilege of celebrating the Mass of the Feast of St. Francis of Assisi at Catholic TV’s 
studio in Watertown on Tuesday. As I prepared for the Mass by looking through the readings 
for the week, my heart was filled with joy because almost every day this week is a feast day.  In-
deed, every day is a day to celebrate and rejoice when we walk with Jesus. 
 
Preaching Saturday’s Gospel on Tuesday gave me a prophetic vision for the first time in my 
life. The panoramic picture presented in Saturday’s Gospel passage is magnificent: from earth 
to heaven, from the past to today, the joy and happiness of the disciples returning from their 
missions are so vivid; the works they have done and people they have helped are numerous; 
the smiling Jesus, with the Father and Holy Spirit, is radiant; the rewards are abundant; and the 
saints, the angels and archangels in heaven are beautiful. 
 
Indeed, this is a live picture. Monday is the revelation of the mission and love: the feast day of 
the Archangels Michael, Gabriel and Raphael. Tuesday is the day to understand God’s Word 
in the celebration of the feast day of St. Jerome, the doctor of the Church who authored the 
Latin (Vulgate) translation of the Bible. Wednesday celebrates St. Therese of the Child Jesus’ 
love and trust in God, while  on Thursday, we encounter our Holy Guardian Angels who 
guard us and report to God. Saturday, the feast of St. Francis of Assisi, inspires us to emulate 
the disciples in their accountability to Jesus, and to submit our own full report of love and mis-
sionary work at home. 
 
Friends, we are all disciples with a two-
fold mission entrusted to us by Jesus: to 
share the good news and to care for the 
needy.  All we do glorifies the name of 
the Lord. I am so thrilled to share with 
you that quite a few members of our 
parish have reached out to offer their 
stewardship, offers which I have accept-
ed with great delight. The joy of the 
Lord is our strength (Neh 8:10).

PreK-5 Faith Formation 
Classes for students in grades PreK-Grade 5 will take place in the Cottage Street Elementary School two to 
three Sundays a month, from 9:45-10:45 am. The first class is Sunday, September 28 at 9:45 am (with a par-
ent orientation in the CSS cafeteria).  

Middle School Faith Formation (Grades 6-7) 
Classes for students in grades 6 and 7 will take place in O’Connell Hall one Sunday a month from 5-6:30 
pm. The first class is Sunday, October 5 at 5 pm. Parents of registered students will receive orientation mate-
rials by email one week prior to the first class.  

Preparation for Confirmation (Grades 8-12) 
This year, the Confirmation class will meet in O'Connell Hall from 7-8:30 p.m. an average of two Sundays a 
month.
