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PPastor’s Note 
 

Dear Friends, 

Thank you for your stewardship and thank you for your love of our faith and God. The conversaƟons I have had with 
many of our community members during the week tell me of their dedicaƟon and love in the building up of the Body 
of Christ, the church of Our Lady of Sorrows. This building up requires a deepened faith in Jesus and a strengthened 
relaƟonship with Him.  So many children at the family Mass on Sundays is a living sign of the true stewardship of 
their parents. Geƫng children ready in the morning is not an easy thing; bringing them to church and expecƟng 
them to behave like us is simply beyond a miracle.  

 “Be not afraid.” This phrase, according to some experts, appears in various forms throughout the Bible over 365 
Ɵmes! One for each day of the year. This serves as a wonderful reminder of our God who wants to have a loving rela-
Ɵonship with us every day, just as we strive for loving relaƟonships with our children. God knows what we have to go 
through every day in order to be in church as a family for the celebraƟon of the Eucharist. Through our response to 
Jesus’ invitaƟon to “Let the children come to me, and do not prevent them; for the kingdom of heaven belongs to 
such as these” (Mt 19:14), not only do we adults come to be good stewards of the Lord, but also we accompany our 
children and teach them to be stewards in the future. We are called to serve. 

Friends, the liveliness of the celebraƟon of the Eucharist involves everyone who parƟcipates in it. Remember that 
our church is also our family. Father Kevin and I are determined to make our family Mass a child-friendly celebraƟon; 
our music director Krishan and a number of our young parents are also commiƩed to building up our family choir. It 
is my earnest longing that all young parents will make some efforts to bring their children to come to Mass with en-
thusiasm. In our church, children are invited to join the choir, be altar servers, sit in the pews, or walk around if they 
wish to. AŌer Mass, they can either go to faith formaƟon class to acƟvely learn about our faith with their peers or 
they can stay in O’Connell Hall with their parents for play Ɵme (and coffee for the parents!). 

To grow in faith is to walk with Jesus, the incarnate God. To walk with Jesus is to be a friend of Jesus. To be a friend is 
to have a close and inƟmate relaƟonship. If we pay aƩenƟon, the enƟre Bible is about God’s relaƟonships with peo-
ple. Let the words of St. Teresa of Jesus inspire us: “Christ has no body now on earth but yours; no hands but yours; 
no feet but yours. Yours are the eyes through which the compassion of Christ must look out on the world. Yours are 
the feet with which He is to go about doing good. Yours are the hands with which He is to bless His people.”

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PPARISH FINANCIAL NEWS 
On average, it costs $12,100 per week to run the parish. There are two sources for this 
amount: the Grand Annual Campaign and the weekly offertory. Last week’s offertory 
amount was $3,177 and the six month average for electronic giving is $4,000 per week.
