PARISH FINANCIAL NEWS

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Pastor’s Note

Friends,

Although details of Saint Lucy’s history have been lost, her stories continue. This week | spent time reflecting on
her dedication and commitment to the Lord and pondering the mysteries of vocation. To persuade her mother
not to force her to marry a pagan man, Lucy devised a plan to convince her mother that Christ was the better
partner for her life. Ultimately, through the intercession of St. Agatha, Lucy was successful in her efforts.

Jesus indeed became a better partner for Lucy. She became a saint. Even now, they are still together in God'’s
Kingdom. That she became a saint was not a coincidence, but rather because Jesus placed his yoke on her. “My
yoke is easy and burden light” (Matt 11:30) is the invitation that Jesus extends to all, and Lucy answered that
invitation with commitment and total love at a very young age. Inmanuel is seen here— God is with her.

We are in the middle of our journey during this season of Advent. It is the same journey taken by our ancestors
in the Scriptures: After Adam and Eve came out of the Garden (Monday'’s reading, Gen 3:9-15), people began to
travel. After leaving Egypt, they journeyed toward the Promised Land; and later, they moved toward Zion.
Finally, after the resurrection of Jesus, the followers of Jesus started walking toward the heavenly Jerusalem.

This week’s daily readings reveal to us some of the great experiences these pilgrims had on their journeys.
Isaiah tells people to have hope in the Lord and encourages us to see God’s power in all created things. He tells
us not to be afraid because God has our right hands in His. Zechariah sees all people gather as God’s people in
Jerusalem. And Elijah brings down fire and restores the heart-to heart relationship within the family by the
power of God.

Friends, be not afraid; our journey is also blessed and hopeful because of Jesus’ yoke. How wonderful it is to
see and hear these great things of God. How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news. As we
prepare for Christmas and anxiously welcome our loved ones home, | invite you to spend some moments
thinking about the FAMILY God has created. Family is important to us; it is also important to God. Matthew's
genealogy tells us the family line of Jesus from Abraham to David to Joseph. The Christmas scenes remind us
that families of shepherds and angels all come to pay homage to the newborn King. We pray that we shall see
the same pattern in our own families. The faith that we have received from our ancestors is within us like DNA
and prompts us to join other families of faith to come to visit the Messiah whose name is IMMANUEL in our
church, not only on Christmas day, but also every day.
