PLEASE NOTE: NEW REGULATIONS FOR ST. JOSEPH’S 
CEMETERY

Please help keep our cemetery maintenance staff 
and all visitors safe by following the updated rules and 
regulations. These rules and regulations follow Diocesan 
Guidelines for Catholic Cemeteries. Some of the chang-
es include: 
• NO GLASS is allowed in the cemetery – no 
candles, no glass vases, no glass figurines. These will be 
removed.
• No plants are to be put into the ground. Plastic 
or non-breakable pots and containers only.
• No gravel is allowed to be placed in the ceme-
tery and will be removed. 
• Small personal items can fall to the ground, be 
hit by the mowers, fly up and cause injury. These items will 
be removed. 
• Holiday decorations, flowers and plants may 
be placed two weeks prior to the holiday and will be 
removed two weeks after the holiday. 
• Floral arrangements for a new burial will be 
removed once the flowers have faded.
• Please see our website for more information and 
complete updated rules and regulations for columbar-
ium, mausoleum, and in ground burials. These are also 
posted in the cemetery.

 Annulments
Your parish Priests and Deacons understand the 
pain of those for whom divorce seemed the only 
recourse. The United States Conference of Catholic 
Bishops (USCCB) encourages divorced persons who 
wish to marry in the Catholic Church to seek counsel 
about existing options that may remedy their marital 
situation, including the suitability of an annulment 
when there is no longer any hope of reconciliation 
of the spouses. 

An annulment is a declaration by the Diocesan 
Tribunal (a local Catholic church court) that a 
marriage thought to be valid according to Church 
law actually fell short of at least one of the essential 
elements required for a binding union.
