[bookmark: key-themes]Key Themes
1. Role of the Divine Office
· The Opus Dei is part of the Church’s larger liturgical life, alongside the Eucharist and sacraments.
· As the official prayer of the Church, it is both a duty and privilege, uniting participants with Christ’s saving work and the Church’s heavenly and earthly liturgy.
· It sanctifies time, leading Christians to glorify God and participate in the saving events of Christ’s passion, death, and resurrection.
1. Charism of Prayer
· The Divine Office is described as a gift of the Holy Spirit, calling individuals and communities to “pray without ceasing” (1 Thess. 5:17).
· Public and common prayer is considered a primary duty of the Church, with the Opus Dei reflecting the “breathing” of the Mystical Body of Christ.
1. Unity in Christ
· The Liturgy of the Hours unites the Church across its Eastern and Western traditions, reflecting its universality and the shared call to prayer.
· Liturgical prayer harmonizes with the heavenly choirs, making earthly prayer a reflection of heavenly worship.
1. Praise and Sanctification
· The Divine Office glorifies God and sanctifies humanity, helping participants grow in holiness and deepen their communion with God.
· It is a prophetic witness to the world, showing dedication to the praise of God and intercession for humanity.
1. Responsibility in Prayer
· Prayer is a gift from God and should be approached with reverence, care, and a sense of responsibility, even when distractions arise.
· The words of Psalm 50:17 (“O Lord, open my lips and my mouth shall proclaim your praise”) encapsulate the daily desire to return to God and express dependence on His grace in prayer.

[bookmark: theological-foundations]Theological Foundations
· Pope Paul VI emphasized the heavenly and eternal dimension of the Divine Office, describing it as a continuation of Christ’s hymn of praise (Laudis canticum, 1970).
· Saint Irenaeus reminds us that prayer reflects the glory of God, aligning human hearts with the divine and joining the heavenly liturgy.

[bookmark: practical-implications]Practical Implications
The program underscores the Divine Office as a source of spiritual renewal, inviting participants to: - Embrace the Liturgy of the Hours as a daily practice. - Approach prayer with dignity, reverence, and intentionality. - Recognize it as a means to glorify God, unite with the Church, and participate in Christ’s work of salvation.
The ultimate goal is to deepen participants’ connection to God, enabling them to live lives dedicated to praise, sanctification, and love for others.
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
