1. Praise:

· The Divine Office, rooted in the Psalms, offers continuous thanksgiving through daily prayer.
1. Unique Aspects:

· The Divine Office focuses on Christ’s presence in scripture and communal prayer.

· Central Role in Monastic Life:
· Monastic and contemplative communities prioritize both the Eucharist and the Divine Office as core aspects of their spirituality.
· Vatican II’s Perfectae Caritatis:
· Religious life is described as a “choice sacrifice of praise” benefiting the whole Church.
· Religious take on a special mandate through their vows to pray the Divine Office as a service to God and the Church.

· Christ in the Eucharist:
· The Eucharist embodies Christ’s real and enduring presence in the consecrated bread and wine, reserved for adoration and distribution.
· Christ in the Divine Office:
· Christ is dynamically present through scripture, particularly the Psalms, and in the praying community.
· Every liturgical celebration—whether Eucharist, Divine Office, or other sacraments—is an action of Christ and the Church.

· Even when prayed in solitude (e.g., by hermits), the Divine Office remains an act of the universal Church.

· The Church Triumphant (in heaven).
· The Church Suffering (souls in purgatory).
