The Weekend?

You can share conversation and thoughts (as much or 
as little as you desire) with others during the weekend, 
who also encounter the many demands of everyday life 
presented by family, jobs, and society. The information 
you choose to share is kept in complete confidence.  
Mass will be celebrated during the weekend, and the 
opportunity for reconciliation will be provided. 
 
How Does the Process Work? 
A team made up of a parish priest or deacon and people 
who have attended previous weekends conducts the 
weekend.  
 
Come to the next Women's/Men's Welcome weekend 
retreat! It's an incredible experience that will help you 
discover what's missing in your life, and what to do about it. 
 
Whether you want to connect with other women or men 
in the parish, improve your prayer life, or just take a 
break from the craziness of your every day, to have fun 
and not have to cook or clean, you will find what you are 
looking for – and more.  

What is CRHP? 
Christ Renews His Parish (CRHP, 
pronounced Chirp) is an experience and a 
process designed to enable an individual 
to move from an experience of “church” to 
an experience of “being church for others.” 
 
CRHP was developed in 1969 and has 
been implemented in over 500 parishes in 
twenty-one states. CRHP is centered 
around parish renewal weekends and 
stresses a clear focus on the Gospel. It 
allows parish renewal in furthering 
conversion and community; ministry and 
prayer; healing and holiness; spiritual 
growth and gospel service. CRHP 
emphasizes continued growth in Christian 
life during our daily contacts with others 
and offers an excellent opportunity to meet 
other parishioners.
