February 26, 2023      1st Sunday of Lent 

The Spirit leads Jesus into the desert to be tempted by the devil, and we hear this: “He 
fasted for forty days and forty nights, and afterwards he was hungry.” Seems like a ques-
tionable battle preparation plan. When I fast, I usually feel grouchy at best, and at worst, 
like I might pass out from longing for a hamburger. Isn’t it better to be well-fed and fully 
hydrated, especially to face spiritual struggles? Why fast? 

This might help. The origin of the word “fast” means to “hold firmly.” We still use it that 
way when we say, “I held fast to my original decision.” We human beings are a bundle of 
desires which vie for our attention: food, drink, comfort, safety, sex, laughter, beauty, and 
so on. If we can’t manage to have firm grip on them, in short order they’ll have a firm 
grip on us. By fasting from our lower desires, we learn to firmly grip on to what is great-
er. Fasting leads to us to a firmer hold on our body and mind. 

Jesus fasts for us. He’s showing us that his grace can help us regain this firm hold of our 
lives, which makes it more difficult for the devil to tempt us. But take it one more step. 
Fasting also teaches us to finally hold fast to Jesus, the Word of God in flesh. “Man does 
not live by bread alone,” he says, “But by every word that comes forth from the mouth of 
God.” Jesus’ fasting reveals his fast hold to the Father in everything. May our fasting help 
us to grasp ourselves more firmly, and then to hold fast to Jesus alone.

The birth certificate of the child must also be submitted 

If you are not registered with the Parish and live within the 

boundaries of another parish, we need a letter of permission 

from the local Pastor to administer the Sacrament of Baptism.

26 de febrero de 2023    1er Domingo de Cuaresma 
Preparados o no, ya estamos en el Primer Domingo de Cuaresma. Después de Navidad, 
escuchamos durante seis domingos de Tiempo Ordinario. Durante ese tiempo fuimos 
preparando el corazón para entrar en la Cuaresma, tiempo litúrgico que comienza con el 
Miércoles de Ceniza. Es un tiempo de preparación a la Pascua y termina el Jueves Santo, 
después de mediodía. También, es un tiempo intenso de preparación para los catecúmenos, 
quienes van a ser bautizados en la Vigilia Pascual. Los ya bautizados se preparan para 
celebrar la pasión, muerte y resurrección de nuestro Salvador. 
 
La liturgia de hoy nos introduce al misterio de Cristo. Ayuno, limosna y oración son los 
elementos importantes de este tiempo. Es un tiempo de reflexión y conversión profunda 
para volver a Dios. El color litúrgico de este tiempo es el morado, color que significa peni-
tencia. El Evangelio nos muestra el ayuno y las tentaciones de Jesús en el desierto.  
 
Cuarenta días de ayuno y oración y el rechazo de la tentación. La oración da fortaleza para 
rechazar al enemigo y el ayuno prepara el espíritu para arrepentirnos con hechos de nues-
tro enorme egoísmo, y de la falta de respeto a los demás. Es también, tiempo para hacer de 
la justicia un escudo que lleve a creer en el Evangelio de Jesús. Significa, también, esfuer-
zo para ajustar el cambio adecuado en nuestra vida a los criterios, enseñanzas y ejemplos 
de Cristo. Acompañar el recorrido hacia Jerusalén con un corazón dispuesto a morir en la 
cruz para resucitar gloriosos con Jesús.

La Vida Parroquial 

“El santo Bautismo es el fundamento de toda la vida cristiana, el pórtico de 
la vida en el espíritu ("vitae spiritualis ianua") y la puerta que abre el acce-
so a los otros sacramentos. Por el Bautismo somos liberados del pecado y  
regenerados como hijos de Dios, llegamos a ser miembros de Cristo y somos 
incorporados a la Iglesia y hechos partícipes de su misión” – CCC1213 
  

En general, aquellos que deseen tener un hijo (menor de 7 años) bautizado 
aquí deben estar registrados, como feligreses activos de la Iglesia Católica 
Santa María, Mt. Ángel durante al menos seis meses antes del bautismo. 

 

Los padres y padrinos deben asistir a las clases de preparación para el 
bautismo antes de establecer la fecha del bautismo, a menos que el 
párroco lo justifique. 

 

Los padrinos deben ser bautizados, confirmados y católicos practicantes sin 
ningún impedimento (Por ejemplo, si están casados deberían estar por la 
iglesia y si son solteros deben no convivir con otra persona y deben poder 
comulgar). Una carta se debe enviar a la Iglesia de Santa María de parte de 
la parroquia de los padrinos aclarando esta verdad.
