Saint Patrick Organ 

Thanks to the help of Jacob Simones and a third-party vendor, 

we’ve completed the conversion of St. Patrick’s 1980s electronic 

organ to a modern system using a computer and external speakers. 

Let me just say that after this upgrade, this organ is a beast! Despite 

costing less than $1,500 including the laptop and organ software 

(most of this was paid for by a private donation), this setup rivals 

organs that cost hundreds of thousands of dollars. We are currently 

using some repurposed home theater speakers (who knew a          

subwoofer makes such a difference for organ sound!). It may take a 

little time to dial everything in, but you should be hearing it at 

Mass soon.
