For centuries in anticipation of celebrating
Christ’s coming in the Incarnation, His
presence with us in the here and now, and
His final coming in glory, the Church has
prayerfully cried out each day in the final
week before Christmas Day, “O Come!”
Referred to as “The O Antiphons” they
have been part of The Liturgy of the
Hours as the antiphons of the Magnificat.
Using the many titles of Emmanuel, the O
Antiphons tell us something about the
Messiah. They are based on the Book of
Isaiah and other prophetic texts and are
most familiar as the verses of the hymn,
“O Come, O Come, Emmanuel.” They
are prayed or sung during evening prayer,
December 17 through December 23.
