Bishop Malone: Yes. When | came to the parish in 2001, it had
produced no vocations. | went to the people and said we were
starting a 24/7 perpetual adoration program, and over 90 people
signed up.

My idea was to have four or five people in adoration there at a time.
We almost immediately started to get vocations. When | started, we
had no vocations in the parish; in the years since, we had 14
ordained to the priesthood. That can't be a coincidence.

One time, | recall, we didn't have people signing up for the late-
night hours, and our vocations dropped off. We put out three sign-
up tables for people after Mass and encouraged more people to
volunteer. They did, and our vocations numbers immediately
increased. | brought the same program to Louisiana.
