Reflexiona sobre lo que podria estar deteniéndote y
considera como abandonar esas cosas puede ayudarte a seguir a Cristo mas plenamente.




Quinto Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, Ciclo C -Domingo 9 de febrero de 2025

Primera Lectura- Isaias 6:1-2a,3-8 / Salmo Responsorial - 138:1-2,2-3,4-5,7-8(R.1c)
Segunda Lectura- 1Corintios 15:1-11 / Lectura del Evangelio- Lucas, 5:1-11

Reflexion: Los milagros todavia ocurren.

(Quién puede decir que los milagros ya no existen o que han cesado,
ya sea porque Dios es indiferente y ya no esta interesado,
0 porque los humanos ya no se preocupan por Dios y son débiles en la fe?

En el evangelio de hoy hay un milagro: una enorme pesca. Este milagro nos da la mayor seguridad de que los milagros ocurren y siguen
ocurriendo. La sencilla razén es que Dios nunca deja de amarnos. Nunca nos abandona. Sigue viniendo a nosotros e interviniendo en
nuestra vida.Jesus se puso en la situacidn de los futuros discipulos, es decir, Simén Pedro, Santiago y Juan, y cambié por completo el
estado de animo y el ritmo de la situacion. La nada se transforma en abundancia, el fracaso en éxito, la tristeza en alegria, la decepcion y
el abandono en una confianza renovada, perseverancia y continuidad.

En realidad, el verdadero milagro es éste: no se trata de este o aquel acto aislado de favores de Dios. No se trata de conseguir mucho
dinero, una oportunidad, éxito, algun ascenso o alguna cura. Se trata esencialmente de un cambio para mejor, un cambio para mas. Mas
aun, el milagro mas grande es el cambio de identidad y de estilo de vida, el ser elevado a una nueva dignidad: de ser pescadores communes
a pescadores de almas. Si, somos elevados a cosas mas altas, a metas mas altas, a una mision mas noble y mas grande.

Ahora bien, ¢cdmo puede suceder este milagro? ¢Qué facilita tal cambio, tal elevacion, tal transicién? Hay algunos requisitos. Primero,
escuchar al Sefior y obedecer sus directivas. Segundo, arrojarse a lo profundo. Tercero, humillarse. Cuarto, renunciar. Finalmente, seguirlo
de cerca y constantemente.

Escuchar y obedecer: Tan pronto como Jesus le indicd a Simdn Pedro que echara la red a lo profundo, Pedro obedecié de inmediato. Por
supuesto, le notificd a Jesus la experiencia de su intento inutil durante toda la noche. Pero no protestd, ni impugné ni se resistio.

No cuestiond la falta de experiencia de Jesus en la pesca ni insistid en sus propias habilidades para pescar. El Sefior le dijo: “Echa la red”,
y él la echo.

Pedro echd las redes a lo profundo: Esto es algo significativo. Pudo pescar en abundancia porque se metié en lo profundo. Mientras
prefiramos estar en las orillas y en los limites, mientras queramos jugar a lo seguro de manera periférica y superficial, mientras no
gueramos sumergirnos en aguas profundas, no podremos pescar. Por lo tanto, dejemos de ser superficiales y superficiales.

Sumérjase en lo profundo: en lo profundo del corazdn, en lo profundo de la consagracion, en lo profundo del amor, en lo profundo de la
misién, en lo profundo de la lealtad, en lo profundo del celo, en lo profundo del compromiso.

Ser humildes y reconocer nuestra indignidad: En presencia de Jesus, Pedro se dio cuenta de su indignidad y falta de santidad. Por eso le
suplicaba a Jesus: Apartate de mi, Sefor, porque soy un hombre pecador. Similar fue la humilde autoconciencia de Isaias: Soy un hombre
de labios inmundos. Cuanto mas nos acercamos al Sefior y a la santidad, mas debemos tomar conciencia de nuestra pecaminosidad vy, por
lo tanto, humillarnos. iLa humildad es la mayor sefial de santidad!

Renunciar a todo: Los discipulos no se dejan llevar por la enorme pesca. No se sientan a calcular las ganancias. No hacen grandes planes de
venta y de negocios. No se aferran a lo que tienen, es decir, a sus barcas, redes, posesiones y propiedades, incluso a sus casas, familias,
parientes y amigos. Se desvinculan de todo lo que era “suyo”, de todo lo que era querido y valioso para ellos.

Finalmente, se ponen inmediatamente en camino para seguir a Jesus. Se comprometen a caminar con él siguiendo sus pasos, a vivir con él
y a construir totalmente su vida sobre él. Asumen su propia mision. Se trata de nuevo del mismo espiritu de seguimiento que muestra
Isaias en la primera lectura. Dios busca a los emisarios de su misidn con la pregunta: “¢A quién enviaré?”. Isaias responde con prontitud y
sin vacilar: “jAqui estoy! Enviame a mi”.

Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time, Cycle C- Sunday, February 9, 2025

First_Reading- Isaiah 6:1-2a, 3-8
Responsorial Psalm- 138:1-2,2-3,4-5,7-8 (R. 1¢)

Second Reading- 1 Corinthians 15:1-11
Gospel Reading- Luke 5:1-11

Reflection: Miracles still happen.

Who can say, miracles are no more, or they have stopped,
either because God is indifferent and no more interested, or the
humans are no more bothered about God and are weak in faith?

There is a miracle in today’s gospel. There is a huge catch of fish. This miracle gives us the greatest assurance that
miracles do happen and still continue to happen. The simple reason is God never ceases to love us. He never
abandons us. He continues to come to us and intervenes in our life.

Jesus stepped into the situation of the would-be disciples, namely Simon Peter, James, and John. And he changes the
whole mood and tempo of the situation. Nothing changes into abundance, failure into success, sadness into
gladness, disappointment, and quitting into renewed confidence, perseverance, and continuity.

In fact, a true miracle is this: it is not this or that isolated acts of favours from God. It is not getting big money or
opportunity or success or some promotion or some cure. It is essentially a change for the better, a change for more.
Still further, the greatest miracle is the change of identity and way of life, being raised to a new dignity: from being
ordinary fishermen to fishermen of souls. Yes, we are raised to higher things, higher goals, a nobler and larger
mission.

Now how can this miracle happen? What facilitates such change, such raising, such transition?
There are a few requisites. First, Listen to the Lord and obey his directive. Second, Cast into the deep.
Third, Humble yourself. Fourth, renounce. Finally, follow him closely and constantly.

Listen and obey: As soon as Jesus directed Simon Peter to cast the net into the deep, Peter promptly obeyed.

Of course, he notified Jesus of the experience of their futile attempt all through the night. But he did not protest or
contest or resist. He did not challenge Jesus’ lack of fishing experience; nor did he insist on his own fishing abilities.
The Lord said, ‘cast’, and he cast.

Peter cast the nets into the deep: This is something significant. He could catch abundance because he got into the
deep. As long as we prefer to be on the shores and borders, as long as we want to play it safe peripherally and
superficially, as long as we do not want to plunge into the deep waters, we cannot have a catch. Therefore, stop
being shallow and peripheral. Get into the deep — deep of heart, deep of consecration, deep of love, deep of mission,
deep of loyalty, deep of zeal, deep of commitment.

Be humble and realize our unworthiness: In the presence of Jesus, Peter realized his unworthiness and unholiness.
That is why he would plead to Jesus, Depart from me Lord, for | am a sinful man. Similar was the humble self-
awareness of Isaiah, | am a man of unclean lips. The more we grow closer to the Lord and in holiness, the more we
should become aware of our sinfulness and thus humble ourselves. Humility is the greatest sign of holiness!

Give up everything: The disciples are not carried away by the huge catch of the fish. They do not sit down and begin
to calculate the profit. They do not make big plans for sale and business. They do not cling to what they have,
namely, their boats, nets, possessions, and properties, even their homes, families, relatives, and friends. They
dissociate themselves from all that was ‘theirs’, all that was dear and valuable to them.

Finally, they immediately set out to follow Jesus. They commit themselves to walk with him in his footsteps, to live
with him, and to totally build their lives on him. They take up his own mission. This is again the same spirit of
following by Isaiah in the first reading. God searches for the emissaries on His mission with the question,

“whom shall | send?” Isaiah promptly and unhesitatingly responds: “Here | am! Send me”

Direction: Often many lament that miracles are not many.

It is not so much because they are scarce; rather many look for miracles that are
more materialistic and worldly.
If only we seek the true miracles of interior healing and strength, then they
always abound.
