First Penance and First Eucharist Programs 

Beginning in the First Grade, children of registered parishioners 
are to be enrolled in a two- year Parish Religious EducaƟon sac-
ramental program.  Registered parishioners whose children 
aƩend Catholic Grade Schools are to parƟcipate in the immedi-
ate sacramental preparaƟon programs of the Parish.  Please 
contact the parish office for more informaƟon. 
 

ConfirmaƟon Program 
Children of registered parishioners who are to be enrolled as 
candidates for the Sacrament of ConfirmaƟon must have been 
bapƟzed, capable of renewing their BapƟsmal promises, and 
properly instructed by parƟcipaƟon in the two-year parish pro-
gram beginning in the seventh grade. The Sacrament of Confir-
maƟon is usually scheduled for September, when the candidate 
is a ninth grader.  
 

Marriages at Saint Edward Parish 
Saint Edward Parish reserves the celebraƟon of the sacrament 
of marriage to registered parishioners who are pracƟcing Cath-
olics and their immediate family members.  RegistraƟon re-
quires residence within the territory of the parish [ the North 
End of the Island south to Sloan’s Curve.]   New parishioners 
must be registered for one year before being considered for the 
scheduling of a marriage. 
 

Saint Edward Marriage RegulaƟons 
All couples intending to marry at Saint Edward must meet with 
the pastor.  No date is promised or scheduled before this iniƟal 
meeƟng with the pastor, who is to assess the freedom to marry 
of the couple and explain other marriage regulaƟons. 
Saint Edward Parish is not a desƟnaƟon site for marriage and 
Saint Edward does not rent the Church to non-parishioners for 
marriage ceremonies. 
 
 

The Sacrament of AnoinƟng of the Sick 
The Sacrament of AnoinƟng of the Sick can be administered to 
the sick aŌer the age of reason when the person begins to be in 
danger due to sickness or age. It is preferred that the sacrament 
be administered when the person is in control of their faculƟes.

A Message from the Pastor       
Today the Church celebrates the First Sunday of Lent 

Be merciful, O Lord, for we have sinned. 
 

Our brief Gospel passage from MaƩhew captures the essence 
of the trials Jesus would endure and over which he would tri-
umph throughout his life. 
 
The tempter urges Jesus to turn stones into loaves of bread. 
Jesus rejects the temptaƟon to reduce his divine mission to 
saƟsfying immediate, temporal needs. The tempter then sug-
gests that Jesus prove he is really the Son of God by jumping 
off the parapet of the temple: God would send his angels to 
save him. Jesus rejects the temptaƟon to put God to a test. 
Finally, Jesus rejects the temptaƟon to idolatry, even if that 
worship would enrich and empower him with all kingdoms of 
the world. 
 
MaƩhew [3:17] affirms that Jesus remains faithful to his deep-
est personal truth, revealed when he came up from the water 
of bapƟsm and the Spirit of God came upon him: “This is my 
beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased” 
 
With graƟtude we welcome the good news that we are not 
alone in our trial of faith, whatever it may be. Because the 
Holy Spirit also came upon us when we came out of the water 
of bapƟsm, each of us is truly beloved son or beloved daugh-
ter. Through this divine grace we can live in hope of sharing 
the faithfulness and triumph of Jesus. “For the sake of the joy 
that lay before him he endured the cross, despising its shame, 
and has taken his seat at the right of the throne of God”  
(Heb 12:2).

As per the Diocese of Palm Beach, “Animals whose sole 
funcƟon is to provide emoƟonal support, comfort, therapy, 
companionship, therapeuƟc benefits or to promote general 
emoƟonal well-being are NOT service animals.  To be con-
sidered a service animal, the animal must be trained to 
perform tasks directly related to the persons disability, ie. 
Seeing eye dogs, etc.  We ask that all parishioners and visi-
tors alike abide by the rule that ONLY service animals are 
allowed in church and proper documentaƟon is required.

LENTEN FAST AND ABSTINENCE REGULATIONS 

Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In addiƟon, all Catho-
lics 14 years old and older are obliged to abstain from meat 
on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays of Lent.  

FasƟng as explained by the U.S. bishops means partaking of 
only one full meal. Some food (not equaling another full 
meal) is permiƩed at breakfast and around midday or in the 
evening—depending on when a person chooses to eat the 
main or full meal.  

AbsƟnence forbids the use of meat, but not of eggs, milk 
products or condiments made of animal fat.  

AbsƟnence does not include meat juices and liquid foods 
made from meat. Thus, such foods as chicken broth, con-
sommé, soups cooked or flavored with meat, meat gravies 
or sauces, as well as seasonings or condiments made from 
animal fat are not forbidden. So, it is permissible to use mar-
garine and lard. Even bacon drippings which contain liƩle 
bits of meat may be poured over leƩuce as seasoning.  

Each year in publishing the Lenten penance requirements, 
the U.S. bishops quote the teaching of the Holy Father con-
cerning the seriousness of observing these days of penance. 
The obligaƟon to do penance is a serious one; the obligaƟon 
to observe, as a whole or "substanƟally," the days of pen-
ance is also serious.  

But no one should be scrupulous in this regard; failure to 
observe individual days of penance is not considered seri-
ous. Moral theologians remind us that some people are ex-
cused from fasƟng and/or absƟnence because of sickness or 
other reasons.
