Astuto el administrador de la parábola que Jesús nos 
cuenta hoy. Nos dice que consiguió hacer amigos entre 
los deudores de su amo, porque les perdonó parte de su 
deuda. Es elogiado por ser tan ágil en bienes ajenos. "El 
patrón admiró la manera tan inteligente de actuar de 
ese administrador que lo estafaba" (Lucas 16:8). No se 
puede explotar a las personas por dinero y decir que se 
ama a Dios, especialmente en estos tiempos modernos, 
donde aparentemente todo funciona bien. Sin embargo, 
se explota mucho a los inmigrantes de cualquier país 
del mundo. Abunda la trata de personas, los salarios 
injustos y las deudas de países pobres imposibles de 
pagar. Por mencionar algunos ejemplos. 
"Existe una astucia cristiana de hacer las cosas con 
picardía, pero no con el espíritu del mundo: hacer las 
cosas honestamente. Y esto es bueno. Es lo que dice 
Jesús cuando invita a ser astutos como serpientes y 
simples como palomas. Poner juntas estas dos 
dimensiones es una gracia del Espíritu Santo, una 
gracia que debemos pedir. También hoy hay muchos de 
estos estafadores, corruptos… A mí me impresiona ver 
cómo la corrupción está extendida por todas 
partes" (Papa Francisco). Tiene razón el Papa 
Francisco al estar impresionado y a la vez preocupado 
por tanta deshonestidad en nuestra sociedad. Tenemos 
que poner acción y darnos cuenta de que no se puede 
servir a Dios y al dinero. Así lo dijo Jesús, y su mensaje 
vale tanto entonces como ahora.

Luke 16:10-13 

 
Before I was a priest, I was a lazy worker for a retail 
Apple store. Hearing a rumor that my boss was going 
to fire me, I secretly sold iPhones for half-price, gave 
away dozens of free iPads, and donated several brand-
new laptops to managers in other stores in the mall. 
After a week, my boss called me into his office. He 
knew what I was up to. He said I had cost the store 
thousands of dollars. “Really great work, John,” he 
said. “I am going to recommend you to be my 
assistant manager and double your pay.” I was 
amazed. 
 
And so are you. Which is understandable because it 
never happened. How could it? My tall tale is a 
retelling of Jesus' brow-furrowing parable we hear this 
week. A lazy, dishonest steward defrauds his boss and 
then the “master commended the dishonest servant 
for acting prudently” (Luke 16:8). What is the Lord 
saying to us?  
 
Most of us treat our spiritual lives like a lazy teenager 
at an Apple store. We really don’t care. We go 
through the motions. Then, if we are lucky, something 
happens that shakes us to spiritual action; to employ 
whatever time, money, and resources we have to build 
around us a strong network of love. Every saint did 
that. Our Lord is so good he wants us to use his stuff 
to forgive debts and to bless others. He wants us to 
ensure our future. So do it!
