The Revival is a grassroots effort to bring this
radical, life-giving promise to the world, inspiring a “movement of Catholics across the United States who are
healed, converted, formed, and unified by an encounter with Jesus in the Eucharist.”

We are now in the “Diocesan Year” of equipping and empowering leaders in the church. During this time, we
invite you to join us in Diocesan Year events and explore education and formation resources, all while
deepening your personal devotion to the Eucharist.

On Corpus Christi Sunday in June of 2023, we will enter into a “Parish Year,” fostering “Eucharistic devotion
at the parish level, strengthening our liturgical life through faithful celebration of the Mass, Eucharistic
Adoration, missions, resources, preaching, and organic movements of the Holy Spirit.”
