Homily by Fr. Felix: 

First Sunday of Advent (A): Isaiah 2:1–5, Romans 

13:11–14, Matthew 24:37–44 

Brothers and sisters in Jesus Christ, 

Today we begin a new liturgical year, a new 

Advent. Advent is a sacred season in which 

the Church calls us to awaken, to watch, and 

to prepare for the coming of the Lord not only 

His coming in Bethlehem, but His coming 

into our lives today, and again in glory. Our 

readings this Sunday call us to wake up and 

live as children of the light. 

Isaiah gives us a breathtaking vision of hope. 

He imagines all nations streaming toward the 

mountain of the Lord, longing to learn God’s 

ways so they may walk in His paths. It’s a 

picture of humanity finally desiring what truly 

brings peace. 

In a world that often feels stuck in conflict, 

politically, socially, and even within our own 

hearts, Isaiah’s prophecy is refreshing. He 

speaks of a time when people will beat their 

swords into plowshares, their spears into 

pruning hooks: instruments of harm 

transformed into instruments of life. Isaiah is 

calling us now to begin walking in God’s 

light, to begin the conversion that leads to 

peace, to allow the Lord to form our hearts. 

In the second reading, Saint Paul speaks with 

urgency, almost like a spiritual alarm clock. 

He tells us that our salvation is nearer now 

than when we first believed, and so we must 

put off the works of darkness and put on the 

armor of light. 

Paul invites us to examine the places where 

we may have grown spiritually sleepy, and to 

take concrete steps to re-ignite our faith: 

perhaps through daily prayer, through 

reconciliation, through acts of charity, through 

renewed discipline. 

In the Gospel, Jesus continues this theme of 

vigilance, drawing a striking comparison to 

the days of Noah: People were eating, 

drinking, marrying, ordinary, everyday 

activities. There was nothing wrong with 

those actions themselves. But Jesus’ point is 

that they were so absorbed in daily life that 

they lost sight of eternity. Their lives were 

full, but their hearts were unprepared. In our 

own time, this is maybe the greatest spiritual 

danger, not hostility to faith, but distraction. 

We are busy, constantly connected, constantly 

stimulated, and yet interiorly asleep. 

We have information at our fingertips, but 

little space for silence. We have constant 

movement, but little interior attentiveness. 

Jesus tells us, “Stay awake.” To stay awake 

means learning to recognize grace in the 

present moment. It means allowing Christ to 

interrupt our routines, to speak to us in our 

relationships, in our responsibilities, in our 

moments of suffering, in our celebrations, and 

in our quiet prayer. 

The Advent vigilance challenges us: firstly, to 

give intentional time for God, even five 

minutes of quiet prayer a day can soften the 

heart. Secondly, to examine our lives 

honestly, where are the habits, resentments or 

sins that we keep putting off addressing? 

Thirdly, it is a joyful expectation that the Lord 

is coming into our hearts, into our families, 

into our world. And He comes to save, to heal, 

to make new. Fourthly, it means living 

differently whose lives point toward God’s 

mountain, people who shine with peace, 

compassion, forgiveness, and mercy. 

May this Advent renew our hearts. May it fill 

us with hope for the Lord who comes. And 

may we walk, day by day, in the light of the 

Lord. Amen.
