From the Desk of Fr. Leo ®

In the Gospel passage we have just heard
(Un 11:17-27), Jesus says solemnly of himself: “l am
the resurrection and the life. Those who believe in
me, even though they die, will live, and everyone
who lives and believes in me will never die” (vv. 25-
26). The radiance of these words dispels the
darkness of the profound grief caused by the death
of Lazarus. Martha accepts those words and, with a firm
profession of faith, declares: “Yes, Lord, | believe that you are
the Christ, the Son of God, the one coming into the world” (v.
27). Jesus’ words make Martha’s hope pass from the distant
future into the present: the resurrection is already close to her,
present in the person of Christ.

Jesus' revelation challenges us: we too are called to
believe in the resurrection, not as a kind of distant mirage but as
an event already present and even now mysteriously at work in
our lives. Yet our faith in the resurrection neither ignores nor
masks the very human bewilderment we feel in the face of
death. The Lord Jesus himself, seeing the tears of Lazarus’s
sisters and those around them, did not hide his own emotion,
but himself “began to weep” (Jn 11:35). Except for sin, he is
fully one of us: he too experienced the drama of grief, the
bitterness of tears shed for the loss of a loved one. Yet this does
not obscure the light of truth radiating from his revelation, of
which the resurrection of Lazarus was a great sign.

Today, then, the Lord repeats to us: “/ am the
resurrection and the life” (v. 25). He summons us to take once
more the great leap of faith and to enter, even now, into the
light of the resurrection. “Whoever lives and believes in me shall
never die. Do you believe this?” (v. 26). Once we have made this
leap, our way of thinking and seeing things is changed. The eyes
of faith, transcending things visible, see in a certain way invisible
realities (cf. Heb 11:27). Everything that happens is then
assessed in the light of another dimension, the dimension of
eternity.

As we pray for all deceased in this last year, we ask
the Lord to help us consider the parable of their lives. We ask
him to dispel that unholy grief which we occasionally feel,
thinking that death is the end of everything. A feeling far from
faith, yet part of that human fear of death felt by everyone. For
this reason, before the riddle of death, believers too must be
constantly converted. We are called daily to leave behind our
instinctive image of death as the destruction of a person. We
are called to leave behind the visible world we take for granted,
our usual, commonplace ways of thinking, and to entrust
ourselves entirely to the Lord who tells us:

“I am the resurrection and the life. Those who believe
in me, even though they die, will live, and everyone who lives
and believes in me will never die” (Jn 11:25-26).

En el pasaje evangélico que acabamos de
escuchar (Jn 11,17-27), Jesus dice solemnemente de
si mismo: «Yo soy la resurreccion y la vida. El que
cree en mi, aunque muera, vivird; y todo el que vive
y cree en mi, no morird jamas» (vv. 25-26). El
resplandor de estas palabras disipa la oscuridad del
profundo dolor causado por la muerte de Lazaro.
Marta acepta estas palabras y, con una firme profesion de fe,
declara: «Si, Sefior, creo que tu eres el Cristo, el Hijo de Dios, el
que venia al mundo» (v. 27). Las palabras de Jesus hacen que la
esperanza de Marta pase del futuro lejano al presente: la
resurreccion ya esta cerca de ella, presente en la persona de
Cristo. La revelacién de Jesus nos interpela: también nosotros
estamos llamados a creer en la resurreccién, no como un
espejismo lejano, sino como un acontecimiento ya presente y
que, incluso ahora, actia misteriosamente en nuestras vidas.
Sin embargo, nuestra fe en la resurreccion no ignora ni
enmascara el desconcierto tan humano que sentimos ante la
muerte. El mismo Sefior Jesus, al ver las lagrimas de las
hermanas de Lazaro y de quienes las rodeaban, no oculté su
emocion, sino que «se puso a llorar» (Jn 11,35). Salvo por el
pecado, es plenamente uno de nosotros: él también
experimenté el drama del dolor, la amargura de las lagrimas
derramadas por la pérdida de un ser querido. Sin embargo, esto
no oscurece la luz de la verdad que irradia su revelacion, de la
cual la resurreccién de Lazaro fue un gran signo.

Hoy, pues, el Sefor nos repite: «Yo soy la resurreccion
y la vida» (v. 25). Nos llama a dar una vez mas el gran salto de fe
y a entrar, desde ahora, en la luz de la resurreccidn. «E/l que vive
y cree en mi, no morird eternamente. ¢ Crees esto?» (v. 26). Una
vez dado este salto, nuestra manera de pensar y de ver las cosas
cambia. Los ojos de la fe, que trascienden lo visible, ven, en
cierto modo, las realidades invisibles (cf. Heb 11,27). Todo lo
que sucede se evalla entonces a la luz de otra dimension: la de
la eternidad.

Al orar por todos los fallecidos en este ultimo afio,
pedimos al Sefior que nos ayude a considerar la pardbola de sus
vidas. Le pedimos que disipe ese dolor impio que a veces
sentimos, pensando que la muerte es el fin de todo. Un
sentimiento alejado de la fe, pero que forma parte de ese miedo
humano a la muerte que todos sentimos. Por eso, ante el
enigma de la muerte, también los creyentes debemos
convertirnos constantemente. Estamos llamados a diario a
abandonar nuestra imagen instintiva de la muerte como la
destruccion de la persona. Estamos llamados a dejar atras el
mundo visible que damos por sentado, nuestras formas de
pensar habituales y comunes, y a confiarnos por completo al
Sefior que nos dice:

«Yo soy la resurreccion y la vida. El que cree en mi,
aunque muera, vivird; y todo el que vive y cree en mi, no morird
jamds» (Jn 11,25-26).
