READINGS Saint Vincent de Paul 
“Love the poor. Honour them, my children, 
as you would honour Christ himself” 
 
Date of birth: 24 April 1581 
Place of birth: Pouy, France 
Died: 27 September 1660 
Canonized a Saint: 16 June 1737  
Feast Day: 27 September 

 

Vincent de Paul was born in the small southern French town of Pouy 

(later renamed Saint Vincent de Paul in his honor) on 24 April 1581 and 

ordained as a priest in 1600 at the age of 19. As a young man he minis-

tered to the wealthy and powerful. However, an appointment as 

chaplain to a poor parish, and to galley prisoners, inspired him to a vo-

cation of working with those most marginalized and powerless. 

Vincent urged his followers to bring God’s justice and love to people 

who were unable to live a full human life: “Deal with the most urgent 

needs. Organize charity so that it is more efficient…teach reading and 

writing, educate with the aim of giving each the means of self-

support. Intervene with authorities to obtain reforms in structure… 

there is no charity without justice.” 

Vincent de Paul died in Paris on 27 September 1660 at the age of 79. 

He was canonized on 16 June 1737 and, in 1883, the Church designated 

him as the special patron of all charitable associations.  

In honor of our patron saint, we will be having a bilingual Mass on 

September 27th at 7:00 PM with a potluck following in our parish hall. 

Come join us in celebrating St. Vincent! All are invited. Bring a dish 

with you to share.

San Vicente de Paúl 
"Ama a los pobres. Honradlos, hijos míos, 
como vosotros honraréis a Cristo mis-
mo" 
Fecha de nacimiento: 24 de abril de 1581 
Lugar de nacimiento: Pouy, Francia 
Fallecimiento: 27 de septiembre de 1660 
Canonizado santo: 16 de junio de 1737 
Fiesta: 27 de septiembre 

 

Vicente de Paúl nació en la pequeña ciu-

dad del sur de Francia de Pouy (más tarde renombrada San Vicente 

de Paúl en su honor) el 24 de abril de 1581 y fue ordenado sacerdote 

en 1600 a la edad de 19 años. De joven ministró a los ricos y podero-

sos. Sin embargo, un nombramiento como capellán de una parro-

quia pobre, y de prisioneros de galera, lo inspiró a una vocación de 

trabajar con los más marginados e impotentes. 

Vicente instó a sus seguidores a llevar la justicia y el amor de Dios a 

las personas que no podían vivir una vida humana plena: "Traten 

con las necesidades más urgentes. Organizar la caridad para que 

sea más eficiente... enseñar a leer y escribir, educar con el objetivo 

de dar a cada uno los medios de autoapoyo. Intervenir con las auto-

ridades para obtener reformas en la estructura... no hay caridad sin 

justicia". 

Vicente de Paúl murió en París el 27 de septiembre de 1660 a la 

edad de 79 años. Fue canonizado el 16 de junio de 1737 y, en 1883, la 

Iglesia lo designó patrono especial de todas las asociaciones caritati-

vas.  

En honor a nuestro santo patrón, tendremos una misa bilingüe el 27 

de septiembre a las 7:00 PM con comida de traje en nuestro salón 

parroquial. ¡Únase a nosotros para celebrar San Vicente!
