Each question should be answered in a paragraph consisting of at least 3-5 sentences. Be sure to indent your paragraphs and don’t skip lines in between your paragraphs.

1. Did the setting in the movie match the description in the book (or the image you pictured)?
 
Dig into the changes in setting from the book to the movie. Did the visual setting live up to the image in your head as you read the book? Were there movie scenes that clearly didn’t follow along with the book descriptions? What settings did you enjoy most as your read and/or watched?

2. Was your favorite character in the book also your favorite in the movie? Did you feel they were portrayed accurately in the movie?

Sometimes a book character changes drastically or is even omitted from the movie version. When it happens to your favorite character, it can cause pretty strong feelings. Explore the changes that happened to your favorite character and how you feel about them. 

3. Think about all of the characters. How are they different in the book vs. the movie? Did you enjoy the changes?

This question is similar to the previous question but it a good opportunity to discuss the changes that happened to all of the characters and not just your favorites. Discuss the characters eliminated from the movie version and the possible reasons they may have been removed. 

4. What parts of the book weren’t included in the movie? Why do you think they were cut (or changed)?

5. Did the movie contain scenes or characters that weren’t in the book? Why do you think they were added?

6. Was the climax the same in the book and the movie? Was there more tension at this point in the book or the movie?

  The climax is the high point of the story. Think about this moment in the story and write about how the book and movie versions compare to one another?

7. What aspects of the movie did you enjoy more than the book? What parts of the book did you enjoy more?


8. Overall, do you think they did a good job adapting this book to the big screen? Why or why not?

9. Which did you prefer: the book or the movie? Why?
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
