WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED

Question:

Luke’s Gospel is the only one to mention the Presentation of the Lord in the
Temple. What is Luke trying to communicate here and what connection does it
have with Mary?

Answer:

February 2 is exactly forty days after December 25, the nativity of Jesus. Jewish
law (Ex 13:2, 12) dictated that Jesus, as the firstborn, be consecrated to God.
This was done by the parents as they presented their Son in the Temple.
Jewish law further specified (Lv 12:2-8) that a mother was ritually impure after
giving birth, and that she had to wait a set period of time (forty days for a boy)
before she was to offer a sacrifice to the Lord for purification.

The convergence of these two Jewish regulations occasions Luke’s account of
both the Presentation of the Lord and the Purification of Mary. These days the
liturgical emphasis is more on the Presentation of Jesus. Luke highlights the
role of Simeon and Anna, two righteous Jews who recognized Jesus as the long-
awaited Messiah and praised God for being able to see and experience such a
marvel in their lifetimes.

Simeon’s prayer concerning the special role of Jesus states that Jesus is “a light
for revelation to the Gentiles.” This phrase eventually originated the custom of
blessing candles on this day which were to be used in the ceremonies, rituals,
and processions throughout the church year. Thus February 2 is also known as
Candlemas Day. This day is indeed a rich feast to be savored.

¢POR QUE HACEMOS ESO? - VIDA CATOLICA EXPLICADA

Pregunta:

Maria?

Respuesta:

El 2 de febrero es exactamente cuarenta dias después del 25 de diciembre, la
natividad de Jesus. La ley judia (Ex 13:2, 12) dictaba que Jesus, como el primo-
génito, fuera consagrado a Dios. Esto lo hicieron los padres al presentar a su
Hijo en el Templo.

La ley judia especificaba ademas (Lv 12:2-8) que una madre era ritualmente
impura después de dar a luz, y que tenia que esperar un periodo de tiempo
determinado (cuarenta dias para un nifio) antes de ofrecer un sacrificio al Se-
fior para la purificacién.

La convergencia de estas dos regulaciones judias ocasiona el relato de Lucas
tanto de la Presentacion del Sefior como de la Purificacién de Maria. En estos
dias, el énfasis liturgico esta mas en la Presentacidn de Jesus. Lucas destaca el
papel de Simedn y Ana, dos judios justos que reconocieron a Jests como el
Mesias tan esperado y alabaron a Dios por haber podido ver y experimentar tal
maravilla en sus vidas.
