Second Sunday of Lent  

Reading I: Genesis 12: 1-4a The great grandfather of 
Israel is Abraham. This holy man, “our father in faith” 
as the First Eucharistic prayer calls him, showed heroic 
trust in God. He is also the divinely chosen mediator of 
worldwide blessings. 

Reading II: 2 Timothy 1:8b-10 Paul is alone and 
chained like a criminal as part of his holy calling. He 
tells his readers that the grace we receive from God is 
free and unmerited. Only if we cooperate with it can 
we hope to reach our life’s goal. 

The Gospel: Matthew 17: 1-9 Jesus’ transfiguration 
confirms His divine Sonship. It also strengthened the 
faith of three early Church leaders, just after Jesus had 
made His first Passion prediction.
