PRACTICING CATHOLIC
On Pilgrimage

Before I embarked on my trip to the National Eucharistic
Congress last summer with a group from my archdiocese,
we had an orientation meeting. At that meeting, the

coordinator of the trip shared with us “The Five Rules of
Pilgrimage.”

If you’re not familiar with them (I wasn’t), here they are:

Don’t complain.
Don’t complain. (It’s so important, it’s listed twice.)
When you see a bathroom, use it.

W=

. When someone offers you something, receive it.
When someone asks you for something, give it.

It’s great advice for a pilgrimage, but more than that, I think
it’s great advice in general. So when I read today’s Gospel
and I hear Jesus say essentially the same thing to his
disciples as they set out to evangelize (well, minus the
bathroom tip, but those weren’t as much of a thing in
biblical Judea), I come to an important realization.

The whole Christian life is a pilgrimage.

Too often, life falls short of my expectations. An
opportunity didn’t work out. A day didn’t go the way I
planned (like, at all). A person didn’t accept me. And I ball
up my fists and stomp my feet like a full-grown Veruca Salt,
and I yell: I cannot work in these conditions!

And then, I imagine God, on his celestial throne, sighs and
opens the Book of the Gospels (surely he keeps it handy,
don’t you think?) to Luke, Chapter 10. And he whispers in
my heart what he said to his disciples 2,000 years ago.

Don’t complain. Be open and give of yourself, and in turn,
receive what comes your way, whatever it is. If it’s good,
rejoice. If it’s not good, move on. And in the end, remember
where you 're headed — the place you re trying to go.

Oh, and again: don’t complain.

Jorge will begin his next assignment at the parish of Mary Immaculate in Pacoima within
the San Fernando Valley. His reassignment allows him to continue his journey and process leading to
his incardination within the Archdiocese of Los Angeles. We wish him well on his continued journey

of becoming a priest within the archdiocese and thank him for his faithful service to our parish.

The Office of the Vicar of Clergy has also informed me that Archbishop Gomez has assigned Fr.
Kamil Ziolkowski as our next parochial vicar. Fr. Kamil was ordained a priest of the Archdiocese of
Los Angeles in 2022. Fr.’s first assignment was at St. Joseph’s in Hawthorne in the South Bay area.

Fr. Kamil is a native of Poland. His studies for the priesthood began in Chicago. Fr. would later
transfer to Los Angeles and complete his studies to the priesthood at St. John’s Seminary in Camarillo.

Fr. is conversant in Polish, German, Spanish and English.

Fr. Kamil has been assigned to St. Frances of Rome for a period of three years. He also begins his

service to our parish on July 1. We welcome him to our parish community.

Process to help an adult follow Christ and become a fully initiated Catholic through the reception of the sacraments of
initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist). It is designed for any unbaptized person, anyone baptized through
another Christian community seeking to be Catholic, or any Baptized Catholic who is in need of First Communion and
Confirmation.

Adult Confirmation ($100/person)

Process that prepares adults who have been Baptized and received First Holy Communion to become fully initiated
Catholics through the reception of the Sacrament of Confirmation.

Con demasiada frecuencia, la vida no cumple con mis
expectativas. Una oportunidad no funcioné. Un dia no salié
como lo planeé (en absoluto). Una persona no me acepto. Y
levanto los pufios y pisoteo como una sal de Veruca adulta,
y grito: jno puedo trabajar en estas condiciones!

Y entonces, me imagino a Dios, en su trono celestial,
suspira y abre el Libro de los Evangelios (seguro que lo
tiene a la mano, jno crees?) a Lucas, capitulo 10. Y susurra
en mi corazon lo que les dijo a sus discipulos hace 2,000
afios.

No te quejes. Sé abierto y da de ti misma, y a su vez, recibe
lo que se te presente, sea lo que sea. Si es bueno,
regocijate. Si no es bueno, sigue adelante. Y al final,
recuerda hacia donde te diriges, el lugar al que intentas ir.

Ah, y de nuevo: no te quejes.
