The Sacraments: Sacred Encounters with God
The Sacraments are sacred encounters with God, instituted by Christ, 
that nourish our faith and restore or strengthen our relationship with 
Him. Through these visible signs of grace, we experience His presence 
in profound ways. At Our Lady of the Gulf, we are blessed to celebrate 
all seven sacraments of the Catholic Church:
Baptism: The gateway to the Christian life, Baptism cleanses us from 
sin and welcomes us into God’s family. A Baptismal Preparation Class 
is scheduled for Thursday, June 5 at 6:00 p.m.

Eucharist: The source and summit of our faith, where at every Mass, 
we receive the true Body and Blood of Christ. To prepare for First Holy 
Communion, contact Danielle Lee: CReEd@olgal.org.

Reconciliation (Confession): A sacrament of healing, offering God’s 
mercy and forgiveness. Confessions are scheduled for Monday, 
Tuesday, Thursday & Friday 7:30 a.m., Wednesday 4:30 p.m., Saturday 
4:00 p.m.

Confirmation: This sacrament strengthens us with the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit and deepens our commitment to Christ. For youth (Grades 
9–12), contact Phil Gazzo: teen@olgal.org. For adults, contact Mike 
O’Neil: ybcatholic@olgal.org.

Marriage: A sacred covenant between a man and a woman, mirroring 
Christ’s love for His Church. For marriage preparation or information 
on getting married at OLG, visit: olgal.org/marriage.

Holy Orders: Through ordination, men are called to serve as deacons, 
priests, or bishops in the Church. Please continue to pray for vocations. 
If you think you might be called to Holy Orders, please reach out to 
Fr.

SAINT BONIFACE
Saint of the Day: June 1
Patron Saint of Germany
Boniface, known as the apostle of the Germans, was an English Benedictine monk 
who gave up being elected abbot to devote his life to the conversion of the 
Germanic tribes. Two characteristics stand out: his Christian orthodoxy and his 
fidelity to the pope of Rome.
How absolutely necessary this orthodoxy and fidelity were is borne out by the 
conditions Boniface found on his first missionary journey in 719 at the request of 
Pope Gregory II. Paganism was a way of life. What Christianity he did find had 
either lapsed into paganism or was mixed with error. 
These are the conditions that Boniface was to report in 722 on his first return visit 
to Rome. The Holy Father instructed him to reform the German Church. The pope 
sent letters of recommendation to religious and civil leaders. Boniface was finally 
made a regional bishop and authorized to organize the whole German Church. He 
was eminently successful.
In the Frankish kingdom, he met great problems because of lay interference in 
bishops’ elections, the worldliness of the clergy and lack of papal control. During 
a final mission to the Frisians, Boniface and 53 companions were massacred while 
he was preparing converts for Confirmation.
In order to restore the Germanic Church to its fidelity to Rome and to convert 
the pagans, Boniface had been guided by two principles. The first was to restore 
the obedience of the clergy to their bishops in union with the pope of Rome. 
The second was the establishment of many houses of prayer which took the form 
of Benedictine monasteries. A great number of Anglo-Saxon monks and nuns 
followed him to the continent, where he introduced the Benedictine nuns to the 
active apostolate of education.

“I am with you always” is no vague 
promise. The promise is made concrete 
in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit we 
will encounter next Sunday on the Feast 
of Pentecost. And the Holy Spirit is 
encountered in so many ways!

How is Jesus “with us”? How is Jesus 
present to us? In His Living Word in 
Scripture. In His abiding presence in 
the unique gift of each person. In His 
Church. In the poor and downtrodden. 
In the Communion of Saints. In the 
beauty, truth and goodness of all of 
creation. In the most precious gift of the 
Eucharist. In all the sacraments. Literally, 
you cannot look anywhere without 
encountering Jesus.
