Interview a  
grandparent or  
other older relative or 
close family friend via 
video chat. Record the 
conversation for your 
family archives.

Write a poem  
about your favorite 
thing to do with  
your grandparents 
or elders who are  
family friends.

Talk to your  
grandparents or  
older family friends 
about their favorite 
things to do in nature. 

Read a story  
recommended by  
a grandparent or  
other trusted elder 
as something he/she 
liked at your age.

Play a game  
with your elders.
