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All of us would like to receive gifts and blessings from the Lord. Also, we would like to experience forgiveness and 
compassion from the Lord. We want God to look upon us with kindness and mercy and not count on our mistakes and faults. 

As we have experienced, we know that our Lord is ever generous and ever ready to forgive us and bless us. But it 
depends upon, to the extent of our response to our brothers and sisters. God’s generosity, forgiveness, blessings, etc. come to 
us, how we treat others in these aspects. If we are humble and approachable to others, then through them we experience the 
presence of God in us. To experience God in us, Jesus gives us the golden rule for life, in the gospel of today: “Do to others as 
you would have them do to you.” 

Let’s examine: Are we generous in sharing with others what we have? Do we sincerely forgive others from deep within 
our hearts? Do we criticize and judge others as we think and imagine? Do we desire peace and serenity in the life of other 
people?

We might need to go deep within ourselves to identify who we are, in order to act wisely. With the wisdom of the Lord, 
we can understand ourselves and the importance of the Lord in our lives. When the Lord takes control of us, we can act as He 
wants, but often times when we don't act as he wants, we go without  the blessings of the Lord. For the continued blessings, 
we have to follow the teachings of Jesus. His teachings fill our lives with joy, peace and serenity. Todays gospel passages 
invites each one of us to put into practice, his blessings and gifts: “Stop judging and you will not be judged. Stop condemning 
and you will not be condemned. Forgive and you will be forgiven. Give, and gifts will be given to you; a good measure, packed 
together, shaken down, and overflowing, will be poured into your lap. For the measure with which you measure will in return be 
measured out to you.”

Our attitudes and personality determine whether we are eligible to be blessed by God. The better person that we 
become the better the graces and blessings we receive from the Lord. The generosity of the Lord is in as much as we are 
generous and helpful with our brothers and sisters.  Those who do good and practice justice, will find that God acts justly with 
them. If we practice the old law “an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth”, (St. Mathew 5:38) that’s what we will get from the 
Lord. Instead, be kind and merciful to others, so that the Lord be kind and merciful to us.

 In the first reading, the young David showed this kindness toward his King, Saul. Saul was upset with David after he 
defeated the philistine giant Goliath. In the book of 1st Samuel 18:7 says: “Saul has slain his thousands, David his tens of 
thousands.” King Saul was angry with David and wanted to kill him because of his jealousy and envy. Knowing this David 
escaped to the mountains. It’s there that the Lord delivered once again King Saul to David’s hand. But David was God-fearing, 
and he respected the Lord and the Lord’s anointed, by saying: “Do not harm him, for who can lay hands on the LORD’s 
anointed and remain unpunished?”

The Lord made David a great king, because of his greatness in dealing with his adversary. Do likewise and we will 
become great in the sight of God. He will fill us with his blessings. By becoming God-fearing like David, we not only win over 
the giant temptations like Goliath but also will find favor in the sight of God. Thus, we become heavenly and not earthly, 
because we are born to the heavenly by becoming Christ’s disciples. If we follow the temptations of the world, we become 
worldly or earthly.

St. Paul tells us in the second reading of today: “The first man was from the earth, earthly; the second man, from 
heaven. As was the earthly one, so also are the earthly, and as is the heavenly one, so also are the heavenly.” Where do we 
belong to: the earthly with temptations or the heavenly with God’s blessings? Doing good to others like Jesus Christ, let’s 
become heavenly, to fill our life with God’s abundant blessings and gifts.

Happy New Year to everybody! Last week we celebrated the Feast of Christ the King and the last Sunday of the outgoing Church year. 
Today is the First Sunday in Advent and the beginning of a new Church year. It is also the beginning of a new cycle of prayers and 
Scripture readings, Cycle C. So, Happy New Year to you all!
Why are these four weeks before Christmas called ‘Advent’? The term comes from a Latin word (adventus) meaning ‘coming’ or ‘arrival’. 
We immediately think it refers to the coming of Jesus at Christmastime and that is correct. But that is not the whole story. In fact, we can 
speak of three ‘comings’ of the Lord and all are referred to in the Scripture readings today.
Three ‘comings’
The First Reading from the prophet Jeremiah refers prophetically to the coming of Jesus, our King and Saviour:
I will cause a righteous Branch to spring up for David, and he shall execute justice and righteousness in the land.
That is the coming of the Child Jesus in Bethlehem, which we anticipate and prepare for in these four weeks. That is what we may call the 
First Coming.
The Gospel speaks in ominous terms of the end of the world and what we refer to as the Second Coming of Jesus at the end of time:
Then they will see ‘the Son of Man coming in a cloud’ with power and great glory. 
However, there is still a third coming which forms an important and indispensable link between the First and Second Comings. That is what 
is spoken about in the Second Reading. It is the welcoming of Jesus into our lives in the here and now. This is something which takes 
place every day. By it we both acknowledge the First Coming of Jesus in Bethlehem and prepare for the Second Coming at an unknown 
future date.
Why the end at the beginning?
It may seem strange to start the beginning of the Church year by speaking about the end of the world. Should we not rather be speaking 
about creation—or at least about the beginnings of Christianity and the moment of Incarnation?
Our life in this world is a kind of journey or pilgrimage. In the Scripture and in life generally, the beginnings and the past in one sense are 
not so important. These are happenings which have already taken place and there is nothing we can do to change them now. However, 
they have an importance in that they deeply influence what we are now—in both good and less good ways. What is more important is that 
we should know where we are going and where our destination is. Why is that? When we decide where we want to go, it will influence 
what we do, and it will guide our choices. If I decide I want to be an engineer or an architect, then I have to take certain steps and make 
certain decisions. If, on the other hand, I decide to be a monk or a hermit, then I will have to make quite different decisions and choices. I 
will not be looking back at where I came from, but forward to where I am going.
Facing realities
The readings of today’s Mass urge us to face the realities of life. Many people want to enjoy their life, but one of two things happens. Either 
they spend years of toil and energy trying to set up a situation where they can ‘enjoy’, but never actually reach their goal, or they ‘enjoy’ by 
actually escaping from the day to day realities through indulging in alcohol, gambling, drugs, sex, material indulgence or any combination 
of these. People, as the Gospel says, are coarsened:
…with dissipation and drunkenness and the worries of this life.
Many of these concerns are, if people could only realise it, of their own making.
What is our greatest enemy? Is it not having enough money? Is it people we see threatening our livelihood, rivals in work or business? No, 
in reality, our greatest enemies are fear and anxiety, especially about the future. 
…on the earth distress among nations confused by the roaring of the sea and the waves. People will faint from fear and foreboding of what 
is coming upon the world, for the powers of the heavens will be shaken.
This is not just the future—these things are happening to people right now. 
And yet, the Gospel says the reaction of the Christian disciple should not be one of fear:
…when these things [the signs of the end times] begin to take place, stand up and raise your heads, because your redemption is drawing 
near.
It all depends on one’s priorities and attachments. If I am principally concerned about the value of my house, my job, my investments and 
such, then I have good reason indeed to be anxious when “that day” comes. A great deal of our fear stems from our wanting to manipulate 
the future and the world in which we live, and realising that it is a very difficult thing to do. It is also a very unrealistic approach. It makes far 
more sense to come to terms with the realities which face us, and find our happiness in those realities. There are some things, obviously, 
that we can change—if change is necessary, then we should change them. There are many other things we cannot possibly change. The 
only choice is to accept them and live within the parameters they set for us. Wisdom, as they say, consists in knowing which is which. It is 
also a great source for peace of mind.
In the journey of life, today’s Mass suggests our approach should be similar. If we want to celebrate the First Coming of Jesus and prepare 
for his Second Coming, then the way to do it is to be aware of his coming into every moment of every day so we can receive him and give 
Him the reigns of our life.

Queremos que Dios nos mire con bondad y misericordia y que no tenga en cuenta nuestros errores y 
faltas.

Por experiencia, sabemos que nuestro Dios es siempre generoso y dispuesto a perdonarnos y bendecirnos. Pero esto 
depende de la medida en que respondemos a nuestros hermanos y hermanas. La generosidad, el perdón, las bendiciones, 
etc. de Dios nos llegan, según, cómo tratemos a los demás en estos aspectos. Si somos humildes y accesibles a los demás, a 
través de ellos experimentamos la presencia de Dios en nosotros. Para sentir a Dios en nosotros, Jesús nos da la regla de oro 
para la vida, en el evangelio de hoy: “Traten a los demás como quieran que los traten a ustedes.”

Examinemos: ¿Somos generosos al compartir con los demás lo que tenemos? ¿Perdonamos sinceramente a los 
demás desde lo más profundo de nuestro corazón? ¿Criticamos y juzgamos a los demás según nuestros pensamientos? 
¿Deseamos paz y serenidad en la vida de otras personas?

Quizás necesitemos descubrirnos de nosotros mismos para identificar quiénes somos, para poder actuar con 
sabiduría. Con la sabiduría del Señor, podemos comprendernos a nosotros mismos y la importancia del Señor en nuestras 
vidas. Cuando el Señor toma el control de nosotros, podemos actuar como Él quiere.

Desafortunadamente, muchas veces hacemos o actuamos como queremos y terminamos sin las bendiciones del 
Señor. Para las bendiciones continuas, tenemos que seguir las enseñanzas de Jesús. Sus enseñanzas llenan nuestras vidas 
de alegría, paz y serenidad. Él invita a cada uno de nosotros a poner en práctica, este pasaje del evangelio de hoy, para 
llenarnos de sus bendiciones y dones: “No juzguen y no serán juzgados; no condenen y no serán condenados; perdonen y 
serán perdonados. Den y se les dará: recibirán una medida buena, bien sacudida, apretada y rebosante en los pliegues de su 
túnica. Porque con la misma medida con que midan, serán medidos’.”

Nuestras actitudes y nuestra personalidad determinan si estamos listos para recibir las bendiciones de Dios. Cuanto 
nos hacemos mejores personas, mejores serán las gracias y bendiciones que recibiremos del Señor. La generosidad del 
Señor está en la medida en que seamos generosos y serviciales con nuestros hermanos y hermanas. Los que hacen el bien y 
practican la justicia, encontrarán que Dios actúa justamente con ellos. Si practicamos la antigua ley “ojo por ojo y diente por 
diente” (San Mateo 5:38), lo mismo que recibiremos del Señor. Más bien, sed bondadosos y misericordiosos con los demás, 
para que el Señor sea bondadoso y misericordioso con nosotros.

En la primera lectura, el joven David mostró esta bondad hacia su rey Saúl. Saúl estaba enojado con David después 
de que venció al gigante filisteo Goliat. En el libro de 1 Samuel 18:7 dice: “Saúl mató a sus miles, y David a sus diez miles.” El 
rey Saúl estaba enojado con David y quería matarlo por sus celos y envidia. Sabiendo esto, David huyó a las montañas. Es allí 
donde el Señor entregó una vez más al rey Saúl en manos de David. Pero David temía a Dios, y respetaba al Señor y al 
ungido del Señor, diciendo: “No lo mates. ¿Quién puede atentar contra el ungido del Señor y quedar sin pecado?”

El Señor hizo a David un gran rey, por su grandeza al tratar con su adversario. Hagamos lo mismo y seremos grandes 
a los ojos de Dios. Él nos colmará de sus bendiciones. Al llegar a ser temerosos de Dios como David, no sólo venceremos las 
tentaciones gigantes como Goliat, sino que también hallaremos favor ante los ojos de Dios. De esta manera, nos hacemos 
celestiales y no terrenales, porque nacemos a lo celestial al hacernos discípulos de Cristo. Si seguimos las tentaciones del 
mundo, nos hacemos mundanos y terrenales.

San Pablo nos dice en la segunda lectura de hoy: “El primer hombre, hecho de tierra, es terreno; el segundo viene del 
cielo. Como fue el hombre terreno, así son los hombres terrenos; como es el hombre celestial, así serán los celestiales.” ¿A 
dónde pertenecemos: a lo terrenal con las tentaciones o a lo celestial con las bendiciones de Dios? Haciendo el bien a los 
demás como Jesucristo, nos hacemos herederos del cielo, para llenar nuestras vidas con las abundantes bendiciones y dones 
de Dios.
