My journey home testimony. In 1708           
during the Radical Pietist revival, a 
breaking away from Lutheran teachings, 
Alexander Mack organized a new 
church. In Schwarzenau, Germany he 
along with eight other elders started the 
Church of the Brethren. It’s my                        
understanding that my family has been 
part of the Brethren since day one, with 
likely ties to Alexander Mack himself. 
The church building I grew up in has 
been in use since 1876 by a congregation 

that has gathered since in Iowa since 1844. As I begun discerning  
Catholicism, some five years or more ago, it was hard not to feel as 
though I would have angry ancestors. Shaking their fists in the air 
from heaven, with His mercy. While weighing honor thy father and 
mother it seemed hard not to feel like I was a disappointment. It’s 
hard to know what was going on 300 years ago in Germany and not 
my place to pass judgment. Perhaps a new church was temporarily 
needed at that time. Being twice, at least, removed from Catholicism 
might have been needed in their time. Good people attempting better 
is always a noble cause. Today as I dive deeper into my faith as a  
Catholic I feel confident my ancestors are singing a different tune. 
Something along the lines of well done my good and faithful son, to 
respectfully borrow scripture. I’m not joining the enemy or going 
against my heritage. I’m here today with strength they desired because 
of sacrifices they made. Times change, mistakes are inevitable,            
everything earthly has a season. I have seen their journey for Truth 
arrive full circle. My time is now, I’m coming home to The Church 
that lasts.
