Precept #3: You shall confess your sins at least once a year. 
 

Let’s start at the beginning, why do Catholics confess their sins 

to a priest? The answer to this is rooted in the belief that Jesus 

gave his apostles, and their successors (the priests), the authority 

to forgive sins (John 20:22-23). It is the method of forgiveness 

that Jesus himself established in his earthly ministry. Confession 

to a priest is seen as a way to reconcile with God and the Church 

community, and to receive God's forgiveness through the               

ministry of the priest.  
 

According to the Catechism: after having reached the age of  

discretion, each member of the faithful is obliged to confess 

faithfully his or her grave sins at least once a year. This yearly 

confession is required for performing one's "Easter duty,” the 

reception of Communion at least once during the Easter season 

(CCC 1385). As Catholics, we are to prepare for the Eucharist by 

means of the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession). This 

sacrament "continues Baptism's work of conversion and                      

forgiveness."  
 

Reconciliation is not seen just as the means of being relieved of 

mortal sin, but as one of the habits necessary for spiritual                  

progress. It provides a concrete, sacramental encounter with 

God's mercy and forgiveness that is mediated through the priest 

acting in the person of Christ, and offers reassurance, healing and 

spiritual renewal.

Precepto #3  

Confesarás tus pecados al menos una vez al año 
 

Comencemos por el principio, ¿por qué los católicos                

confiesan sus pecados a un sacerdote? La respuesta se basa 

en la creencia de que Jesús dio a sus apóstoles y a sus               

sucesores (los sacerdotes) la autoridad para perdonar los 

pecados (Juan 20:22-23). Es el método de perdón que Jesús 

mismo estableció en su ministerio terrenal. La confesión 

ante un sacerdote se considera una forma de reconciliarse 

con Dios y la comunidad eclesial, y de recibir el perdón de 

Dios a través del ministerio sacerdotal. 
 

Según el Catecismo: después de haber alcanzado la edad de 

discreción, todo fiel está obligado a confesar fielmente sus 

pecados graves al menos una vez al año. Esta confesión 

anual es necesaria para cumplir con el “deber pascual”, es 

decir, recibir la Comunión al menos una vez durante el                     

tiempo de Pascua (CCC 1385). Como católicos, debemos 

prepararnos para la Eucaristía mediante el Sacramento de la 

Reconciliación (Confesión). Este sacramento "continúa la 

obra de conversión y perdón del Bautismo". 
 

La reconciliación no se considera simplemente el medio 

para liberarse del pecado mortal, sino uno de los hábitos 

necesarios para el progreso espiritual. Proporciona un             

encuentro concreto y sacramental con la misericordia y el 

perdón de Dios, mediado por el sacerdote, actuando en la 

persona de Cristo, y ofrece consuelo, sanación y renovación 

espiritual.
