#4 Receive the Eucharist, at least during the Easter season. 
 

As we touched on in our previous discussion about the                 

importance of attending Mass and receiving the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation, this precept emphasizes the importance of             

receiving Holy Communion (at a minimum) during the Easter 

season. It is central to the Christian faith. As Fr. Michael has 

stated in many of his homilies, the Eucharist (Holy                          

Communion), is the 'source and summit' of our Catholic faith.   
 

It is our central sacrament! We believe we receive the Body and 

Blood of Jesus Christ, truly present under the appearances of 

bread and wine. This belief in the real presence is fundamental to 

our Catholic faith and practice.  
 

The Eucharist is a living memorial of Jesus's sacrifice on the 

cross. We commemorate the passion, death and resurrection of 

Jesus, entering into the mystery of his self-giving love. It is a 

perpetual reminder of God's love for humanity.  
 

As Catholics we believe that the Eucharist provides spiritual 

nourishment, strengthening our relationship with God and             

helping us grow closer to him. Through the Eucharist, we are 

united to the person of Christ, both his humanity and his                  

divinity.  
 

The Eucharist is also seen as a foretaste of the heavenly banquet, 

anticipating the glory of God's Kingdom. It strengthens believers 

for the journey of life and unites us with Christ in the hope of 

eternal life.
