SP Rice Bowl top 10%! A big thank you to all who
participated in the CRS Rice Bowl Collection last year as part
of our Lenten almsgiving. You may not be aware, but the
archdiocese can retain up to 25% of the total proceeds
collected from each Rice Bowl campaign for local distribution
to combat hunger. As one of the top ten parishes, St. Patrick,
Tama was chosen to receive funds to be distributed locally.
$856.85 was distributed to the South Tama County Food
Pantry. Way to go!

BAPTISM OF THE LORD 
Why do we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord?
This day commemorates the Baptism of Jesus in the Jordan
River by St. John the Baptist. On this occasion, Jesus
entered into His ministry and acquired His first disciples;
St. John proclaimed Christ the Lamb of God, whose way he
had prepared; and the Triune nature of the Godhead was
manifested. The Church generally celebrates the Baptism of
the Lord on the Sunday after January 6.
