Paul and Barnabas visit the early Christian communities,
encouraging them to persevere in faith and appointing
elders to lead them. In the second reading, John shares a
vision of the new Jerusalem prepared as a bride adorned
for her husband. In the Gospel, after Judas has left, Jesus
tells his friends that all will know they are his disciples if
they love one another as he has loved them. That is his
new commandment.
