Lab Report Outline
Use the following headings to write a lab report.
Question – State the question you want to answer. 

For example “Are different substances equally soluble in water?”

Hypothesis- A prediction of the outcome of the experiment. For example: “If the 2 substances are tested for solubility then one may be more soluble than the other because substances are not equally soluble in water.”

Materials – An unnumbered, vertical list of the materials you will use to try to answer the question. 
Procedure – List the steps, in a numerical form, you will use to try to answer the question. Do not include data manipulation (calculations) only describe data collection.
Data – Data table and graph, if appropriate, or description of the data collected while trying to answer the question.

Conclusion- 

Write 1 or 2 paragraphs to include the following:

a. Answer the question you started with. For example:

    “Different substances are not equally soluble in water.”

b. Use the data collected to back up or explain your answer to the question. For example “ After adding 7.9 g of sodium nitrate to 10mL of water the solution was saturated, but it only took 3.4g of sodium chloride to do so. Therefore sodium nitrate is more soluble in water than sodium chloride”

c.  Summing up statement stating what was learned from the experiment. For example “In conclusion the data collected shows that some substances have different solubility in water than others”
