Today’s Gospel shows Jesus as fully part of
Israel’s covenant tradition: he responds to the
scribe’s question by proclaiming Deuteronomy’s
Shema which both of them would have
reverenced and recited since childhood: “Hear,
O Israel! The Lord is our God, the Lord alone!
Therefore you shall love the Lord, your God,
with all your heart, and with all your soul, and

with all your strength” (Deuteronomy 6:4-5).
But note the “editorial changes” both Jesus and
the scribe make to the Shema. To Deuteronomy’s heart, the
Biblical seat of the will and affections, and soul, the deepest
part of the human person, and strength, encompassing both
physical ability and material treasure, Jesus adds “with all
your mind,” a phrase the scribe changes to “with all your
understanding” (Mark 12:30, 33). Perhaps Mark, the author of
today’s Gospel, wanted to consecrate to the kingdom’s service
the philosophical reflection and intellectual exploration so
valued by the Greco-Roman world—and our world—in which
the Gospel would be preached.

KNOWING AND DOING

Jesus makes a further change to Israel’s Shema: to the
Deuteronomy text Jesus adds Leviticus 19:18: “you shall love
your neighbor as yourself.” For Jesus, these commandments
cannot be separated. The scribe, delighted at Jesus’ answer,
goes on to indicate that he has grasped one of the central
tenets of Jesus’ kingdom: ritual worship and practical charity
toward one’s neighbor are twin expressions of love for God.
This insight places the scribe “not far from the kingdom of
God,” says Jesus (Mark 12:34). But is “not far” close enough?
For the scribe, as for the rich would-be disciple from a few
Sundays ago, as for each of us, it is one thing to know what we
ought to do and quite another actually to do it. So, then: what
about us? How do we live out, in daily practice, the covenant
whose words we know so well, but whose deeds we so often
find a challenge?

con todas tus fuerzas” (Deuteronomio 6:4-5).
Pero fijate en los “cambios de redaccién” que tanto Jests como
el escriba hacen en el Shemd. Al corazén del Deuteronomio,
sede biblica de la voluntad y los afectos, y el alma, la parte
mas profunda de la persona humana, y a la fuerza, que abarca
tanto la capacidad fisica como el tesoro material, Jests afiade
“con toda tu mente”, frase que el escriba cambia por “con todo
tu entendimiento” (Marcos 12:30, 33). Tal vez Marcos, el autor
del Evangelio de hoy, quiso consagrar el servicio del Reino a la
reflexién filoséfica y la exploracién intelectual tan valoradas por
el mundo grecorromano, y por el nuestro, en el que se predicaria
el Evangelio.

SABER'Y HACER

Jesus introduce un nuevo cambio al Shema de Israel: al texto
del Deuteronomio, Jests anade Levitico 19:18: “amaras a tu
préjimo como a ti mismo”. Para Jesis, estos mandamientos no
pueden separarse. El escriba, encantado con la respuesta de Jesus,
pasa a indicar que ha captado uno de los principios centrales
del reino de Jesus: el culto ritual y la caridad practica hacia el
préjimo son expresiones gemelas del amor del amor a Dios. Esta
idea sitda al escriba “no muy lejos del reino de Dios”, dice Jests
(Marcos 12:34). Pero, ;estda “no muy lejos” lo suficientemente
cerca? Para el escriba, como para el rico aspirante a discipulo
de hace unos domingos, como para cada uno de nosotros, una
cosa es saber lo que debemos hacer y otra muy distinta hacerlo
realmente. Entonces, ;qué pasa con nosotros? ;Como vivimos en
la practica diaria la alianza cuyas palabras conocemos también,
pero cuyos hechos nos resultan tan dificiles?

IN GRATITUDE FOR CATECHISTS

This week is a good time to thank a catechist. If you are part of a religious education
program you can thank St. Charles Borromeo, whose memorial we celebrate this week.
Born in 1538 in his family’s castle in Italy, St. Charles was the nephew of Pope Pius IV, who

appointed him cardinal archbishop of Milan.

At that time, almost no opportunities for religious education existed except for priests. Charles
believed that it was important that everyone, especially children, learn about and understand their
faith. But this work needed knowledgeable teachers, so he founded the Confraternity of Christian
Doctrine, often referred to as CCD, to train them. (A confraternity is a group of people who work
together toward a common purpose, usually religious or charitable.) These new teachers were
called catechists. Their purpose was to instruct, or catechize, others in the ways of faith. Before
long he had trained enough catechists to provide religious education for forty thousand students.

Charles Borromeo died in
1584 at the age of 46. He is
honored as the patron saint
of catechists and catechumens
(people who are preparing to be
baptized).
