How to find Mass times when traveling: 

When we are away from home, it can be challenging 

to locate nearby churches and Mass times.  This can 

be particularly tricky when you are in a foreign 

country, and the websites for nearby parishes are 

not in English. Download the “My parish app”, then 

you can: 

1. Simply click the Discover Mass button on your 

“My Parish App” home screen.  

2. Tap the “churches near you” icon.  

3. Allow location services by tapping “ok.”  

4. And presto! You now have a list of churches in 

your current area and the Mass times. 

If you don’t use the parish app, you can use another 

app such as “Mass Times ” to locate nearby 

churches and Mass times.  Searching “Catholic 

churches” in Google Maps or going to 

www.masstimes.org on the internet will also provide 

information on local churches and Mass times.
