Dear Parishioners,

This weekend (July 17th and
18th) is the last time we will be
hearing from Mark's gospel for
several weeks. Next weekend,
we will switch over to John's
gospel for a mini retreat with
Jesus in which He will teach us
about the Eucharist in the Bread of Life Discourse.

As a way to prepare for this, | strongly encourage
all of us to read the sixth chapter of John's Gospel
as well as the Last Supper accounts in the other
three gospels. The Eucharist is true food and drink:
Jesus' body and blood which he has given to us to
nourish us on our pilgrimage towards heaven.
Because Jesus is truly present in the consecrated
Host, we must take great care in how we receive it.

First, only Catholics who are in a state of grace
should receive Holy Communion; anyone who is
aware of mortal sin should go to Confession first.

Second, please remember the Eucharistic Fast:
"One who is to receive the Most Holy Eucharist is
to abstain from any food or drink, with the
exception only of water and medicine, for at least
the period of one hour before Holy Communion.
Those who are advanced in age or who suffer
from any infirmity, as well as those who take
care of them, can receive the Most Holy Eucharist
even if they have taken something during the
previous hour."

Finally, please consume the Eucharist in front of
the minister. Please do not walk away from the
minister with the Eucharist in your hand. Please pay
close attention to this. You may find Archbishop
Sample's recent letter on the Eucharist here:
