Our Catholic schools are an essential part
of our mission of evangelization. The importance of the mission and our
dedication to our families is unchanging.

3. No student has been excluded from any Catholic school or parish. Our doors are
open to everyone and always will be. As Catholics, we joyfully abide by the
Church’s teachings and moral principles when we are forming the consciences
of our children. This includes those moral principles articulated in the Gender
Identity Theory document.

God gives us free will to embrace or reject Catholic teaching, but as your Archbishop, |
implore you to examine your conscience and turn to the truth.
