DID YOU KNOW? 
Teaching of the Assumption of Mary became 

widespread across the Christian world very early on, 
having been celebrated liturgically as early as the 5th 

century in the East. It was celebrated in the West 
under Pope Sergius I in the 8th century and Pope Leo 
IV then confirmed the feast as official. Theological 
debate about the Assumption continued, following 

the Reformation, climaxing in 1950 when Pope Pius 
XII defined it as dogma for the Catholic Church.
