The feast of the Epiphany of the Lord is
celebrated on January 6; however, in the
United States it is celebrated on the
Sunday after January 1st.

Epiphany means to manifest, to appear,
or to make known. On the feast of the
Epiphany, the church celebrates the
manifestation of our Lord to the whole
world.

Epiphany marks the arrival of the magi to
the place where Jesus was born. They
brought three gifts: gold—a symbol of
Christ’s kingship, frankincense—a symbol
of his divinity, and myrrh—a foreshadow
of his death.
