“Virtual” Stations of the Cross 
draws attention to the sin of racism. 

 

 
 

California Bishops have held a statewide 

reenactment of the Stations of the Cross to draw 

attention to the sin of racism and ask God’s help in 

eliminating it. The “virtual” Stations are also 

intended to commemorate the fifth anniversary of 

the tragic killings at Emmanuel AME Church in 

Charleston, SC, and the Juneteenth holiday, 

celebrating the end of slavery in the United States. 

Recording locations included Oakland’s Fruitvale 

BART Station, California’s first African-American 

Catholic Church and a former KKK headquarters in 

San Diego. 

 

Visit www.cacatholic.org to view and meditate on 

these “virtual stations” and to then reflect on other 

important themes important to our common 

Catholic faith in the context of our Californian 

experience.
