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Our Mission Appeal at St Michael Parish

Ministry of New Hope for Cambodian Children (NHCC)

The mission of NHCC is to provide care to children with HIV/AIDS in Cambodia. When NHCC was founded in 2006,
no orphanage in Cambodia would accept children with HIV/AIDS.

Thanks to the current availability of antiretroviral medicine in Cambodia, women with HIV are no longer infecting their
babies with HIV at birth, and the mothers are not dying of AIDS. As children are no longer being infected at birth, new

children are not being referred to NHCC for residential care. NHCC is committed to providing care for the children still
in their care.

NHCC has a residential facility known as “Our Village” for orphans and abandoned children with HIV/AIDS.
Currently, 25 orphans and abandoned children with HIV/AIDS are living in “Our Village”. Eight children live in a
house with house parents. The children live as a family but share meals as a community.

New Hope House provides a safe and secure residence where our children can live while the attending university or
vocational training in the capital, Phnom Penh. In the 2025-2026 school year, NHCC will have 13 students in university
or vocational training.

MCP donations will be used to support the nutritional needs of the children in residential care and the young adults
studying in the University or attending vocational training classes in Phnom Penh. The annual food budget for NHCC is
over USD 50,000.

John and Kathy Tucker, the founders of New Hope for Cambodian Children a mission serving orphans and abandoned children
living with HIV/AIDS in Cambodia. Will give a short mission support talk during all the weekend masses on July 26 and 27 as part
of the Missionary Cooperative Plan of the Archdiocese of Chicago. John and Kathy have been Catholic Lay Missionaries for 28
years.
