GOD’S PLAN

Saint Peter speaks to us twice today. In the first reading, we
hear an excerpt from his sermon on Pentecost; in the second,
part of his first letter. Once a frightened, uneducated fisherman
who often said just the wrong thing, now Peter is speaking what
he knows to be true. Everything Jesus had said now makes
sense. His death and rising were all part of God’s plan, and our
faith and hope can be centered on God.

Today’s Gospel tells the story of Jesus’ walk to Emmaus with
two of the disciples. Frightened, sad, and confused, the two of
them don’t recognize Jesus, who tells them what we heard
Peter say above: All this had to happen as part of God'’s plan. In
the end, these disciples recognize Jesus as we are to recognize
him—in the breaking of the bread.

EL PLAN DE DIOS

Hoy san Pedro nos habla dos veces. En la primera lectura,
escuchamos un pasaje de su sermon en Pentecostés; en la
segunda, parte de su primera carta. Antes, un aterrorizado
pescador con poca educacién quien a menudo decia lo equivo-
cado, el Pedro de ahora habla sobre la verdad que conoce.
Todo lo que Jesus habia dicho ahora tiene sentido. Su muerte y
resurreccion eran parte del plan de Dios, y nuestra fe y espe-
ranza pueden centrarse en Dios.

El Evangelio de hoy describe el relato del camino a Emaus
en el que Jesus se une a dos discipulos. Atemorizados, tristes y
confundidos aquellos dos no reconocen a Jesus, quien les dice
lo que escuchamos a Pedro decir arriba: todo esto tuvo que
suceder como parte del plan de Dios. Al final, estos discipulos
reconocen a Jesus asi como nosotros debemos reconocerle —al
partir el pan.

The Gospel from this Sunday, which is the Third
Sunday of Easter, is that of the disciples of Emmaus
(cf. Lk 24:13-35). They were two of Jesus’ disciples
who, after his death and the Sabbath was past, leave
Jerusalem and return, sad and dejected, to their
village which was named Emmaus. Along the way the
Risen Jesus draws near to them, but they do not
recognize him. Seeing them so sad, he first helps
them to understand that the Passion and death of the
Messiah were foreseen in the plan of God and an-
nounced in the Sacred Scriptures: and thus he rekin-
dled a fire of hope in their hearts.

At that point, the two disciples experienced an
extraordinary attraction to the mysterious man, and
they invited him to stay with them that evening. Jesus
accepted and went into the house with them. When,
at table, he blessed the bread and broke it, they
recognized him, but he vanished out of their sight,
leaving them full of wonder. After being enlightened
by the Word, they had recognized the Risen Jesus in
the breaking of the bread, a new sign of his presence.
And immediately they felt the need to go back to
Jerusalem to tell the other disciples about their expe-
rience, that they had met the living Jesus and recog-
nized him in the act of the breaking of the bread.

The road to Emmaus thus becomes a symbol of
our journey of faith: the Scriptures and the Eucharist
are the indispensable elements for encountering the
Lord. We too often go to Sunday Mass with our wor-
ries, difficulties and disappointments.... Life some-
times wounds us and we go away feeling sad, towards
our “Emmaus”, turning our backs on God’s plan. We
distance ourselves from God. But the Liturgy of the
Word welcomes us: Jesus explains the Scriptures to
us and rekindles in our hearts the warmth of faith and
hope, and in Communion he gives us strength. The
Word of God, the Eucharist. Read a passage of the
Gospel every day. Remember it well: read a passage
from the Gospel every day, and on Sundays go to
Communion, to receive Jesus. This is what happened
to the disciples of Emmaus: they received the Word;
they shared the breaking of bread and from feeling
sad and defeated they became joyful. Dear brothers
and sisters, the Word of God and the Eucharist fill us
with joy always. Remember it welll When you are sad,
take up the Word of God. When you are down, take
up the Word of God and go to Sunday Mass and
receive Communion, to participate in the mystery of
Jesus. The Word of God, the Eucharist: they fill us
with joy.

Through the intercession of Most Holy Mary, let us
pray that every Christian, in reliving the experience of
the disciples of Emmaus, especially at Sunday Mass,
may rediscover the grace of the transforming encoun-
ter with the Lord, with the Risen Lord, who is with us
always. There is always a Word of God that gives us
guidance after we slip; and through our weariness and
disappointments there is always a Bread that is
broken that keeps us going on the journey.

Homilg, St. Peter's Square
unday, May 4-2014

El Evangelio de este domingo, que es el tercer
domingo de Pascua, es el de los discipulos de Emaus
(cf. Lc 24, 13-35). Estos eran dos discipulos de Jesus,
los cuales, tras su muerte y pasado el sabado, dejan
Jerusalén y regresan, tristes y abatidos, hacia su
aldea, llamada precisamente Emaus. A lo largo del
camino Jesus resucitado se les acerco, pero ellos no
lo reconocieron. Viéndoles asi tristes, les ayudo pri-
mero a comprender que la pasion y la muerte del
Mesias estaban previstas en el designio de Dios y
anunciadas en las Sagradas Escrituras; y asi vuelve
a encender un fuego de esperanza en sus corazones.

Entonces, los dos discipulos percibieron una extra-
ordinaria atraccion hacia ese hombre misterioso, y lo
invitaron a permanecer con ellos esa tarde. Jesus
acepto y entro con ellos en la casa. Y cuando, estan-
do en la mesa, bendijo el pan y lo partio, ellos lo reco-
nocieron, pero El desaparecié de su vista, dejandolos
llenos de estupor. Tras ser iluminados por la Palabra,
habian reconocido a Jesus resucitado al partir el pan,
nuevo signo de su presencia. E inmediatamente sin-
tieron la necesidad de regresar a Jerusalén, para
referir a los demas discipulos esta experiencia, que
habian encontrado a Jesus vivo y lo habian reconoci-
do en ese gesto de la fraccion del pan.

El camino de Emaus se convierte asi en simbolo
de nuestro camino de fe: las Escrituras y la Eucaristia
son los elementos indispensables para el encuentro
con el Senor. También nosotros llegamos a menudo
a la misa dominical con nuestras preocupaciones,
nuestras dificultades y desilusiones... La vida a veces
nos hiere y nos marchamos tristes, hacia nuestro
«Emausy, dando la espalda al proyecto de Dios. Nos
alejamos de Dios. Pero nos acoge la Liturgia de la
Palabra: Jesus nos explica las Escrituras y vuelve a
encender en nuestros corazones el calor de la fe y
de la esperanza, y en la Comunién nos da fuerza.
Palabra de Dios, Eucaristia. Leer cada dia un pasaje
del Evangelio. Recordadlo bien: leer cada dia un pa-
saje del Evangelio, y los domingos ir a recibir la
comunioén, recibir a Jesus. Asi sucedio con los disci-
pulos de Emaus: acogieron la Palabra; compartieron
la fraccién del pan, y, de tristes y derrotados como se
sentian, pasaron a estar alegres. Siempre, queridos
hermanos y hermanas, la Palabra de Dios y la Euca-
ristia nos llenan de alegria. Recordadlo bien. Cuando
estés triste, toma la Palabra de Dios. Cuando estés
decaido, toma la Palabra de Dios y ve a la misa del
domingo a recibir la comunion, a participar del miste-
rio de Jesus. Palabra de Dios, Eucaristia: nos llenan
de alegria.

Por intercesion de Maria santisima, recemos a fin
de que cada cristiano, reviviendo la experiencia de los
discipulos de Emaus, especialmente en la misa domi-
nical, redescubra la gracia del encuentro transforma-
dor con el Sefior, con el Sefor resucitado, que esta
siempre con nosotros. Siempre hay una Palabra de
Dios que nos da la orientacion después de nuestras
dispersiones; y a través de nuestros cansancios y
decepciones hay siempre un Pan partido que nos
hace ir adelante en el camino.

According to the historical record, after Jesus’ death on the cross and his subse-
quent burial in the tomb of Joseph of Arimathaea, he appeared alive to more than
® 500 people, on twelve separate occasions. All but one of the appearances (the

- appearance to Paul) occurred within the first 40 day period following Jesus’ cruci-
8 fixion and resurrection. Jesus also appeared to at least two skeptics, James the
Just and Paul. On all twelve occasions Jesus was seen and he was probably heard.
" Jesus offered for his body to be touched at least three times and he was definitely
touched twice. Jesus showed witnesses the scars from his crucifixion on two oc-
casions and ate food with his disciples 3 to 4 times. In four instances, witnesses

responded to thelr encounter with Jesus by worshiping him.
... De acuerdo a los registros historicos, después de su muerte en la Cruz, y su subsecuente entierro
en la tumba de José de Arimatea, Jesus se aparece vivo a mas de 500 personas, en doce diferentes
ocasiones. Todas excepto una, la aparicién a Pablo, sucedieron en los primeros 40 dias después de su
crucifixion y resurreccion. Jesus se le aparece a dos escépticos. En las doce ocasiones, Jesus fue visto
y posiblemente escuchado. Jesus ofrecié que le tocaran su cuerpo al menos tres veces, y verificable-
mente dos veces en donde mostré sus heridas de la crucifixion y comid con sus discipulos 3 a 4

veces. En cuatro ocasiones, la reaccion de los testigos era alabarlo.
